2. Provide a site plan, which includes:  tank location, distances from lot lines and    
Buildings, piping locations, size of tanks.  (Note:  The site plan may require a review by the Iowa State Fire Marshal’s Office, 215 E. 7th Street, Des Moines, IA  50319.  Phone:  (515) 725-6145).
      
       3.    Provide payment of the Tank Installation/Removal Permit Fee of $50.00 per 
              tank.

4. Must contact the Marion Fire Department 24-hours prior to the tank installation or removal to have a Marion Fire Department representative present for the following:
a. Tank condition inspection
b. Leakage and tightness testing of all piping and tanks
c. Installation requirements being applied

5. Must contact the Iowa Department of Natural Resources 30 days prior to removal or tanks:
