The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, May 4, 2017, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor AbouAssaly presiding and the following council members present:  Draper, Etzel, Spinks, Brandt, and Pazour.  Absent:  Nicholson.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council observed a moment of silence.

Mayor AbouAssaly read proclamations for Bike to Work Week and National Day of Reason.

Lieutenant Chad Nott recognized Jeff Steadman and Dennis Klinsky for their donation to the K9 Unit.  He noted that they are employees of Marion Process Solutions.  The employees could choose where to donate the money.  Mr. Steadman and Mr. Klinsky donated $1,250.00 to the K9 fund.  

Presentation by Iowa BIG students:
Teacher Mark Matson explained Iowa BIG, Iowa’s Initiative Based High School.  Students Riley Rinkenberger, Kaleb Cook, and Brady Pinter presented their concept design developed for the City and consultant consideration for the 7th Avenue and Indian Creek gateway bridge enhancements.  The students researched bridge design working with Martin Gardner Architecture.  Council thanked the students for their presentation and asked questions about the project.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow explained that, in addition to the design presented by the students, the City will receive three other design proposals for the bridge.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]City Attorney Devin Kelly explained that the Iowa Bar Association received a question from an attorney in another community about ethics implications if the attorney serves on a City Council.  The Iowa Bar Association provided an advisory opinion encouraging lawyers to serve in public office and providing guidance for conduct in cases of conflict of interest.  City Attorney Kelly noted that Mayor AbouAssaly is an attorney.  Mr. Kelly explained that the City of Marion is considering whether changes should be made to the agenda because of this opinion.  Council Member Pazour asked why the Mayor would have to leave the room since it is a public meeting.  Mayor AbouAssaly stated that he chooses to leave the room to avoid any appearance of trying to influence a decision.

Mayor AbouAssaly opened a public hearing regarding the 2017 Sanitary Sewer Manhole Project.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow presented the staff report.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor AbouAssaly declared the public hearing closed.

Moved by Brandt, seconded by Pazour to approve Res. No. 25998.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow responded to Council questions about the project.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor AbouAssaly opened a public hearing regarding the 2017 Sanitary Sewer Sliplining Project.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow presented the staff report.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor AbouAssaly declared the public hearing closed.

Resolution No. 25999 accepting bids and awarding contract to Municipal Pipe Tool Co., LLC regarding the 2017 Sanitary Sewer Sliplining Project in the amount of $174,720.15 was read by Pazour.  Moved by Pazour, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 25999.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow answered questions from the Council regarding the project.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 17-12 amending Chapter 66.04 of the Code of Ordinances establishing load and weight limits on the Winslow Road Bridge over Indian Creek (County ID 57-221471; FHWA #221471) per the Deficient Bridge Notification received was read by Draper for initial consideration.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Pazour to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 17-12.  Charles Knudsen, 2835 24th Avenue, asked if Council should suspend the rules and approve final reading of the Ordinance if there is a safety concern.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow noted that Council approved an emergency embargo on the bridge in January.  He explained that this Ordinance would provide for a permanent embargo on the bridge.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 26000 approving Bridge Creek 4th Addition Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for property located south of Settlers Drive and north and west of Winslow Road, Marion, Iowa (Mooney-Engle Land Company LLC) was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 26000.  Council Member Pazour asked if the City can require park land dedication at the time of final platting.  City Attorney Devin Kelly stated that he will research that question and provide information back to the Council at the next meeting.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Mayor AbouAssaly opened a public hearing regarding an Encroachment Easement for former Railroad Right-of-Way south of 271 7th Avenue (My Chiro, LLC).  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  Bruce and Kathy Weisbein, 6914 Valley View Court NW, Palo, spoke in favor of the encroachment easement.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor AbouAssaly declared the public hearing closed.

Resolution No. 26001 approving an Encroachment Easement for former Railroad Right-of-Way south of 271 7th Avenue (My Chiro, LLC) was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 26001.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Pazour, seconded by Etzel to direct staff to proceed with an amendment to Tower Terrace Road C-3 Zoning District regulations.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Brandt to direct staff to proceed with the Seventh Avenue Commercial Addition Preliminary Plat.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor AbouAssaly opened a public hearing regarding an Amendment to the Central Corridor Interim Development Overlay, Section 176.50(10) of the Marion Code of Ordinances.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor AbouAssaly declared the public hearing closed.

Ordinance No. 17-13 amending the Central Corridor Interim Development Overlay, Section 176.50(10) of the Marion Code of Ordinances, and extending the Ordinance an additional six months was read by Etzel for initial consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Draper to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 17-13.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Spinks to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 17-13 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 17-13.  Council Member Pazour stated that she did not feel comfortable approving all three readings at one meeting.  Vote:  Yeas: Draper.  Nays:  Etzel, Spinks, AbouAssaly, Brandt, and Pazour.  Motion failed.  

Moved by Draper, seconded by Brandt to suspend the rules and place the second reading of Ord. No. 17-13 on the agenda for approval and to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 17-13.  Yeas:  Draper, Etzel, Spinks, AbouAssaly, and Brandt.  Nays:  Pazour.  Motion failed.  

Resolution No. 26002 approving an amendment to Resolution No. 25931 and approving the revised Interim Development Overlay (IDO) Improvement Review Plan related to the 
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Cobban Hervey Building Façade (Barker Financial) was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Etzel to approve Res. No. 26002.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor AbouAssaly opened a public hearing regarding a proposed Development Agreement with Ramsey’s Properties, LLC.  Conrad Ramsey, 2835 26th Avenue, spoke in favor of the proposed development agreement.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor AbouAssaly declared the public hearing closed.

Ordinance No. 17-09 Providing for the Division of Taxes Levied on Taxable Property in the April, 2017 Addition to the Central Corridor Urban Renewal Area, pursuant to Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa was read by Draper for second consideration.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Etzel to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 17-09.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Pazour, seconded by Etzel to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 17-09 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 17-09.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 17-10 relating to Mayor and City Council compensation was read by Etzel for second consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Draper to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 17-10.  Council Member Pazour stated that she does not want the stipend increases to be based on the consumer price index.  City Attorney Devin Kelly noted that the increases would be effective January 1, 2018.  All in favor except Pazour, motion carried.

Resolution No. 26005 directing staff to proceed with naming of Art in the Alley as “Uptown Artway” was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Etzel to approve 
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Res. No. 26005.  Council Member Etzel asked about the signage.  Assistant to the City Manager Amanda Kaufman presented the staff report.  Mayor AbouAssaly noted that there will be a ribbon cutting during the Marion Arts Festival.   Acting City Manager Dan Whitlow noted that Council is naming the alley tonight but it is hoped that there will be a bigger area that will be named as part of a district.  All in favor except Pazour, motion carried.

Resolution No. 26006 directing staff to proceed with a City Hall reorganization was read by Brandt.  Moved by Brandt, seconded by Etzel to approve Res. No. 26006.  Acting City Manager Dan Whitlow presented that staff report.  Council Member Pazour expressed concern that two Assistant City Manager positions are proposed.  Mayor AbouAssaly noted that staff will come back to Council with a proposed structure.  Assistant to the City Manager Amanda Kaufman explained that any new job descriptions will come back to City Council for approval.  All in favor except Pazour, motion carried.

Moved by Pazour, seconded by Etzel to set May 8, 2017 as a Special Council Meeting for a closed session regarding personnel matters (City Manager performance evaluation) as permitted under Section 21.5(1)(i) of the Code of Iowa.  Moved by Pazour, seconded by Spinks to amend the motion to also include an open meeting on May 8th to consider Ord. No 17-13.  All in favor of the amendment except Draper, motion carried.  All in favor of the motion as amended except Draper, motion carried.

Mayor AbouAssaly recommended the following appointments:

a Grant Guyer, 2248 Pleasantview Drive, Nuisance Enforcement/ Property Maintenance Board, term expires 01-01-2018.
b Council Member Paul Draper, Deputy Mayor pro tem.

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Brandt to concur with the Mayor’s recommendations.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor AbouAssaly left the Council Meeting at 7:16 p.m. and Mayor pro tem Spinks presided over the meeting.

Moved by Brandt, seconded by Etzel to direct staff to proceed with the demolition of property associated with the 2016 Central Corridor Improvements - Phase III from 13th Street to 19th Street Project specifically the round-a-bout at 6th Avenue and 15th Street.  Council Member Pazour spoke opposing the round-a-bout at 6th Avenue and 15th Street.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow presented the staff report on the safety of round-a-bouts.  Council Member Brandt spoke in favor of the round-a-bout.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report on the project.  He noted that there have not been any condemnations with this project.  Council Member Brandt asked
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about the demolition of the properties.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow noted that the demolition is part of the Genesis development agreement.  Council Member Draper called the question.  All in favor except Pazour, motion carried.

Council Member Draper noted that he disagrees with the Iowa Bar Association and the committee that issued the opinion regarding attorneys that are also elected officials.  

Moved by Draper, seconded by Etzel to approve the Consent Calendar, with Mayor AbouAssaly absent, as follows:

Resolution No. 26012 accepting bids and awarding contract to L.L. Pelling Company, Inc. regarding the 2017 HMA Resurfacing Project in the amount of $702,137.00 was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 26012.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow noted that the project came in under budget so there will be a change order on the next agenda to add some additional project locations.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 26013 approving Marion Enterprise Center 5th Addition Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for property located east of Highway 13 and south of Highway 151, Marion, Iowa (J & JM Investments, LLC) was read by Brandt.  Moved by Brandt, seconded by Etzel to approve Res. No. 26013.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 26014 approving a waiver of Stormwater Management Fee in the amount of $1,732.00 for Outlot A, Marion Enterprise Center 5th Addition (J & JM Investments, LLC) was read by Pazour.  Moved by Pazour, seconded by Brandt to approve Res. No. 26014.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne noted that the Outlot A is 4.3 acres and will be dedicated to the City.  The property is adjacent to Waldo’s Rock Park.  Council Member Draper noted that with this donation, the Morris’ family has donated 12 acres of land to the City.  Parks Director Mike Carolan stated that the City will plant prairie grass and mow a trail in the grass.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 26015 approving Marion Mixed Use Development Interim Development Overlay (IDO) Improvement Review for property located between 6th Avenue and 7th Avenue and between 11th Street and 12th Street in Marion, Iowa (Ryan Companies US, Inc.) was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Etzel to approve Res. No. 26015.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  He noted the proposed development includes 74 residential apartments, commercial space, and the proposed library facility. Ordinance No. 17-08 relating to the establishment of the Marion Municipal Airport Committee was read by Etzel for final consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Brandt to approve the third reading of Ord. No. 17-08.  All in favor, motion carried.
