The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in special session, Monday, May 8, 2017, at 5:36 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor AbouAssaly presiding and the following council members present:  Draper, Etzel, Spinks, Brandt, and Pazour.  Absent:  Nicholson.

Ordinance No. 17-13 amending the Central Corridor Interim Development Overlay, Section 176.50(10) of the Marion Code of Ordinances, and extending the Ordinance an additional six months was read by Spinks for second consideration.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Draper to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 17-13.  Council Member Pazour asked if the Ordinance would be extended again.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that the consultant is under contract and will start the process on Thursday to update the Central Corridor plan.  Council Member Pazour asked about the area covered by this Ordinance.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn explained the covered area.  All in favor, motion carried.
Moved by Draper, seconded by Etzel to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 17-13 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 17-13.  All in favor except Pazour, motion failed.  

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn explained the importance of approving the extension.  City Attorney Devin Kelly noted that the Ordinance will expire before the next Council meeting.  He noted that the Council could not then extend the Ordinance.  He explained that the Ordinance would need to be re-passed as a whole.  Council Member Draper asked if Council could reconsider.  City Attorney Devin Kelly noted that a motion to reconsider would have to be made by Council Member Pazour.  
Moved by Pazour, seconded by Draper to reconsider the motion to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 17-13 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 17-13.  All in favor of the motion to reconsider, motion carried.
Moved by Draper, seconded by Brandt to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 17-13 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 17-13.  All in favor, motion carried.  

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Brandt to adjourn to a closed session regarding personnel matters (City Manager performance evaluation) as permitted under Section 21.5(1)(i) of the Code of Iowa.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn requested the closed session.  City Attorney Devin Kelly stated that he has reviewed the subject matter to be discussed and found it to be an appropriate topic for closed session.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Draper, Etzel, Spinks, AbouAssaly, Brandt, and Pazour.  Nays:  None.  Motion carried.


Moved by Pazour, seconded by Spinks to reconvene to regular session.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Mayor AbouAssaly adjourned the meeting at 7:37 p.m.
