The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, April 19, 2018, at 5:33 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor pro tem Gadelha presiding and the following council members present:  Draper, Etzel, Brandt, and Strnad.  Absent:  Mayor AbouAssaly and Jensen.

Special Note: Mayor AbouAssaly participated in a portion of the Council meeting via phone conference.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council observed a moment of silence.

Mayor pro tem Gadelha read a proclamation for Fair Housing Month.  She presented the proclamation to Kim Gordon, representing the Marion Civil Rights Commission.  Ms. Gordon invited everyone to attend the Civil Rights Commission meetings on the first Wednesday of each month at 6:30 p.m. at City Hall.

Mayor pro tem Gadelha read a proclamation for Arbor Day.  She presented the proclamation to Parks and Recreation Director Mike Carolan.  Mr. Carolan noted that there are two events planned for Arbor Day on Friday, April 27th.  The first event is mulching new trees at Lowe Park beginning at 9:00 a.m.  The second event is planting seedling trees around the detention basin located near the corner of Echo Hill Road and Bellboy Drive at 1:00 p.m.  Mr. Carolan noted that this event is organized by the City of Marion and Trees Forever and is a plant one, take one event.  Participants that help will be allowed to take a seedling home to plant on their own property.  

Fire Chief Deb Krebill introduced Firefighter/Paramedics Tyler Hackbarth, Zachary Brunscheen, and Jesse Goetz.  Chief Krebill explained that they have completed their one year probation.  Mayor pro tem administered the swearing in of the firefighters.

Moved by Strnad, seconded by Etzel to approve Res. No. 26815.  Council Member Brandt asked about the location of the project.  Acting City Engineer Mike Barkalow explained that the project had to be scaled back to stay within the $200,000 budget so the project will go to the north side of 2nd Avenue.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Etzel to receive and file correspondence regarding the East Roundabout and Sidewalk Inspection Program (Charley Knudsen, 2835 24th Avenue).  All in favor, motion carried.
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Moved by Etzel, seconded by Draper to receive, file and concur with staff report regarding the Sidewalk Inspection Program (Charley Knudsen, 2835 24th Avenue).  Council Member Brandt stated that he feels the City should consider doing some of the items during the sidewalk inspections that Mr. Knudsen recommended.  Acting City Engineer Mike Barkalow and Parks Director Mike Carolan presented the staff report.  Council discussed the recommendations.  All in favor except Brandt, motion carried.

All in favor, motion carried.

No. 18-07 should be tabled.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Draper to table Ord. No. 18-07.  All in favor of motion to table, motion carried.

Mayor pro tem Gadelha opened a public hearing regarding a request to amend the Future Land Use Map of the Marion Comprehensive Plan from Single Family Detached to Single Family Attached and to rezone property from Medium Density Single Family Residential (R-2) to Two-Family Residential (R-3) located southwest of 35th Street, north of Tower Terrace Road and southeast of Indian Creek Road (M&W Ventures, LLC).  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  Mr. Treharne noted that email correspondence was received from David and Sara Sheets, 4065 Brookside Drive; Gene and Carolyn Fairchild, 4000 Brookside Drive; and Steve Hance, 4062 Brookside Drive.  Correspondence was also received from Larry Bricker, 3977 Brookside Drive.  Mr. Treharne noted that the developer is requesting to table action on the amendment to the Future Land Use Map.  Todd Wood, 2505 Deer Lane Road, representing M&W Ventures, LLC, requested that Council table action until there is a full Council.  Autumn Wood, 2505 Deer Lane Road, representing M&W Ventures, LLC, reviewed the proposed amendment to the Future Land Use Map.  The following spoke in favor of the amendment to the Future Land Use Map:

All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Brandt to direct staff to negotiate a Memorandum of Understanding with Genesis Equities.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 26825 approving Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Timberline Manufacturing was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Brandt to approve Res. No. 26825.  All in favor, motion carried.
