









August 8, 2013

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, August 8, 2013 at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Adamson, Etzel, Spinks, AbouAssaly and Draper.  Absent: Crawford.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to approve the consent calendar, as follows:

Moved by Draper, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. 23313.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 23314 approving contract with Pate Asphalt regarding a request associated with rain water runoff for property located at 501 1St Street in the amount of $950.00 was read by Adamson.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by AbouAssaly to approve Res. No. 23314.  Comments were heard from Sally Meyer, 501 1st Street.  Yeas: AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Nays: Adamson, Etzel, Spinks and Bouska.  Motion failed.
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Mayor Bouska opened a public hearing regarding the request to rezone property located south of Lowe Park, east of Alburnett Road, west of Shady Oaks Drive from A-1, Rural Restricted to R-2, Medium Density Single-Family Residential (CCE, LLC).  No other comments, written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Ordinance No. 13-20 amending the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding a request to rezone property located south of Lowe Park, east of Alburnett Road, west of Shady Oaks Drive from A-1, Rural Restricted to R-2, Medium Density Single-Family Residential was read by Etzel for initial consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve the first reading of Ord. 13-20.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 13-19 amending Section 176.31.7 Signs Specifically Prohibited In All Districts, of the Marion Code of Ordinances changing the amount of time allowed for abandoned signs to remain in existence from six (6) months to thirty (30) days was read by Spinks for second consideration.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 13-19.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Adamson, seconded by Spinks to suspend the rules and place Ord. 13-19 amending Section 176.31.7 Signs Specifically Prohibited In All Districts, of the Marion Code of Ordinances changing the amount of time allowed for abandoned signs to remain in existence from six (6) months to thirty (30) days on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 13-19.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 23315 approving Oakwood Estates Second Addition Final Plat to Linn County and Memorandum of Agreement for property located 5400 Cimarron Court (Terry Eilbert, Trustee) was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 23315.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened a public hearing regarding an amendment to the Urban Renewal Plan for Collins Road Urban Renewal Area.  Comments were heard from City Manager Lon Pluckhahn.  J.T. Anderson, 4312 Pintail Drive, representing Linn-Mar School District, spoke against the proposed amendment.  George Lake, President of Marion Economic Development Company (MEDCO), spoke in favor of the amendment.  No other comments, written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Resolution No. 23316 approving an amendment to the Urban Renewal Plan for Collins Road Urban Renewal Area was read by AbouAssaly.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 23316.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Mayor Bouska opened a public hearing regarding the approval of a proposed development agreement with ElPlast America, Inc, including Tax Increment Financing in an amount not to exceed $400,000.00.  George Lake, President of Marion Economic Development Company (MEDCO), 1225 6th Avenue, Chad Rupert, President ElPlast America, Inc., 4035 Eagle Ridge Drive, Cedar Rapids, Bart Woods, Primus Construction Company, 401 8th Avenue SE, Cedar Rapids, and Mike Esker, Commercial Realtor, Coldwell Banker Hedges, 5408 Blairs Forest Way, Cedar Rapids, spoke in favor of the proposed development agreement.  No other comments, written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Resolution No. 23317 approving a Development Agreement with ElPlast America, Inc, including Tax Increment Financing (TIF) in an amount not to exceed $400,000.00 was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 23317.  All in favor, motion carried.


Resolution No. 23318 setting Public Hearing for August 22, 2013 at 5:30 p.m. regarding a request for demolition for property located at 1204 7th Avenue (former Jiffy Lube site) within the Uptown National Register Historic District was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 23318.  All in favor, motion carried.  

Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Adamson to approve Hold Harmless/Noise Waiver Agreement, Swamp Fox Festival, City Square Park, Friday, September 6, 5:00 p.m. – 9:00 p.m., and Saturday, September 7, 2013, 6:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m., and Lowe Park, Saturday, September 7, 2013, 4:00 p.m. – 10:00 p.m.  (Karlene Hummel, 4500 North 10th Street).  All n favor, motion carried.

Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Adamson welcomed ElPlast and stated that he is pleased that they will become part of our community.  Mr. Adamson noted that ElPlast is just the type of business development that Marion was looking for in the development of the commerce park.  Mr. Adamson stated that this investment into our infrastructure will provided opportunities for local business looking to relocate or expand and it will be a boom to our commercial real estate market.
Council Member Spinks welcomed ElPlast to Marion and congratulated George Lake on his hard work to bring ElPlast to Marion.  Mr. Spinks inquired about additional companies that might compliment ElPlast.  Mr. Rupert stated that a bag company would be great right next door.  Mr. Spinks also inquired about the Marion Civil Rights Committee.  City Manager Pluckhahn stated that the state mandated board will be made up of 11 members and gender balanced.  The board should also reflect the diversity of our community.  Mr. Pluckhahn encouraged Council to submit recommendations.
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Council Member AbouAssaly congratulated ElPlast, Marion, George Lake and MEDCO.   Mr. AbouAssaly understands all the hard work that George Lake has put into this project because he was a member of the MEDCO Board and a manager of the holding company that helped put this park together.  It has been a lot of work and it is finally showing.  
Council Member Draper thanked George Lake for responding to his email and explaining the Tax Increment Financing (TIF).  Mr. Draper also stated that he appreciates Linn-Mar’s concern regarding the Urban Renewal Plan/ElPlast opportunity.  Mr. Draper thanked staff for providing him with information that he requested at the pervious council meeting regarding the bricks.  
Mayor Bouska welcomed ElPlast and is looking forward to many new businesses coming to Marion.  

Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 6:17 p.m.
