








September 19, 2013

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, September 19, 2013, at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Adamson, Etzel, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Absent: Spinks.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s Announcements:  None.

Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:

Scott Foens, 2231 Tamerac Circle, expressed concerns regarding traffic around Linn Grove Elementary School when school is dismissed in the afternoon.  He suggested that if parents are in their vehicle that they be allowed to park on 50th Street headed south and curving around on 21st Avenue until they can drive closer to the school.


Barbara Rompot, 3412 Laurel Lane, stated that she is treasurer of the Meadows at Prairie Bend condominium association.  Ms. Rompot requested that additional lighting be placed along the 35th Avenue trail between Lennon Lane and 35th Street.  She noted that there has been an increase in vandalism recently.  She stated that additional lighting may help to deter the vandalism.  
Moved by Draper, seconded by Adamson to approve the Consent Calendar, as follows:

Motion to approve Hold Harmless/Noise Waiver Agreement, Block Party, Saturday, October 19, 2013, 3270 2nd Street, 4:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. (Kerrie Brown, 3270 2nd Street).
All in favor of motion to approve the consent calendar, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 13-24 amending section number 134.06 through 134.09 of the Code of Ordinances relating to identification cards for employees of alarm businesses was read by Adamson for initial consideration.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 13-24.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Ordinance. No. 13-22 establishing hookup fees related to the Foxborough Sanitary Sewer Extension Project associated with the Hunters Field Third Addition was read by Etzel for second consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 13-22.  All in favor, motion carried.


Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 13-22 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 13-22.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance. No. 13-23 establishing access fees related to the Winslow Road Improvements associated with the Hunters Field Third Addition was read by AbouAssaly for second consideration.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 13-23.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Adamson to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 13-23 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 13-23.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to approve the Project Calendar for the 2013 HMA Lindale Trail Resurfacing Project, as follows:
a. Motion to retain the City Engineer as Project Engineer regarding the 2013 Lindale Trail HMA Resurfacing Project.

b. Resolution No. 23380 approving Resolution of Necessity regarding the 2013 Lindale Trail HMA Resurfacing Project.

c. Resolution No. 23381 ordering preparation of detailed plans, specifications, notice of hearing and letting, notice to bidders, form of contract, and estimate of cost regarding the 2013 Lindale Trail HMA Resurfacing Project. 

d. Resolution No. 23382 approving and adopting final plans, specifications, notice of hearing and letting, notice to bidders, form of contract, and estimate of cost regarding the 2013 Lindale Trail HMA Resurfacing Project.

All in favor of motion to approve the project calendar, motion carried.

Resolution No. 23383 approving Indian Creek Watershed Management Authority Planning Grant contract with the Iowa DNR to augment the social assessment and planning services components of the Comprehensive Watershed Management Plan initiated with IEDA Phase II funding was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 23383.  Council Member Draper asked if the land owner or the City owns the creek.  He expressed concern that individuals doing the creek assessment are not receiving homeowner permission.  Assistant City Attorney Anne Loomis asked Council Member Draper to provide her property location and she will research the creek ownership.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Resolution No. 23384 approving development agreements regarding Irish Drive south of Tower Terrace Road (Curt & Barbara Gill and Mooney-Engle Land Company) was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 23384.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened a public hearing regarding a request to amend the Marion Land Use Plan and rezone property located south of Grand Avenue and east of South 26th Street from PD-R, Planned Development Residential to R-2, Medium Density Single-Family Residential.  No comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Resolution No. 23385 amending the Marion Land Use Plan from Single-Family Attached Residential to Single-Family Detached Residential for property located south of Grand Avenue and east of South 26th Street (Platinum Development, LLC) was read by AbouAssaly.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 23385.  All in favor, motion carried.


Ordinance No. 13-25 amending the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding a request to rezone property located south of Grand Avenue and east of South 26th Street from PD-R, Planned Development Residential to R-2, Medium Density Single-Family Residential  (Platinum Development, LLC) was read by Draper for initial Consideration.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Adamson to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 13-25.  All in favor, motion carried.


Resolution No. 23386 approving Marion Enterprise Center Second Addition Final Site Development Plan, located south of Highway 151 and east of 62nd Street (MEDCO Holding Company, LLC) was read by Adamson.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 23386.  Dustin Kern, 1070 7th Street, Project Manager for the Marion Enterprise Center representing the MEDCO Holding Company LLC, introduced Chad Rupert, representing ElPlast, and Bart Woods, from Primus Construction, 401 8th Avenue SE, Cedar Rapids, the general contractor for the project.  Mr. Woods stated that Primus Construction is the builder and designer for the project.  He noted that it will be a 30,000 square foot facility with the potential for a 30,000 square foot addition.  He reviewed the design of the factory.  Council Member AbouAssaly asked about the material for the silos.  Mr. Woods stated that it is shown as stainless steel.  Mayor Bouska asked if the building will comply with airport regulations.  Mr. Woods stated that it will be below the height limit for the adjacent airport.  Mayor Bouska asked about employment at the facility.  Chad Rupert, 4035 Eagle Ridge Drive, representing ElPlast, stated that they anticipate having 30 to 35 employees in the first phase and 70 employees in the second phase.  Council Member Adamson asked if the reason for selecting Marion for the facility was because there was shovel ready property available.  Mr. Rupert stated that was the reason Marion was selected.  He noted that having the shovel ready property saved them a lot of time.  He noted they also 
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considered  sites in Cedar Rapids, Hiawatha, and South Carolina.  Yeas:  Adamson, Etzel, Bouska, Crawford, and Draper.  Nays:  None.  Abstention:  AbouAssaly.  Motion carried.

Resolution No. 23387 approving Marion Enterprise Center Second Addition Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement located south of Highway 151 and east of 62nd Street (MEDCO Holdings Company, LLC) was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 23387.  Yeas:  Adamson, Etzel, Bouska, Crawford, and Draper.  Nays:  None.  Abstention:  AbouAssaly.  Motion carried.

Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to receive and file petition supporting the proposed change in the approved preliminary plat, R-4 lots of Hunter’s Field Development (Residents of Hunter’s Field Additions).  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne stated that the residents that signed the petition are in favor of the changes to the preliminary plat.  He explained that staff is recommending that Resolution No. 23388 and Resolution No. 23389 be tabled until all the information is received from the petitioner and staff has had an opportunity to review the information.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to table Resolution No. 23388, approving Hunters Field Revised Preliminary Plat located north of Connection Avenue between North 10th Street and Winslow Road (Fritz Development, LLC), and Resolution No. 23389, approving Hunters Field Sixth Addition Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for property located on Connection Avenue west of Winslow Road (Fritz Development, LLC).  Council Member Draper expressed concern about parking and the aesthetics of the condominium units.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne stated that they will discuss the off street parking, fire access, and garages in front of the units with the developer.  All in favor of motion to table Res. No. 23388 and Res. No. 23389, motion carried.
Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to approve a Hold Harmless/Noise Waiver Agreement, Wedding Reception, Saturday, September 21, 2013, 5:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m., New Life Community Church, 275 West 29th Avenue (Andrea Bonifazi, 1020 Prairie Drive NE).  All in favor, motion carried.  

Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve Hold Harmless/Noise Waiver Agreement, Return of the Turkey Trot 8K Run/4K Walk, Saturday, November 16, 2013, 8:00 a.m. to 10:30 a.m. (Wes Nelson, 1225 6th Avenue).  All in favor, motion carried.

Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Adamson noted that his son scored his first touchdown tonight.  He stated that hopefully he will be able to help the Iowa State University football team in 11 years.
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Council Member AbouAssaly stated that he enjoyed the Swamp Fox Festival parade.  He suggested that if be slowed down a bit in the future and route it to 6th Avenue instead of 7th Avenue.


Council Member Draper stated that the old Jiffy Lube is being demolished.  He noted that he is excited about all the development that is occurring.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne explained that he has heard some concerns regarding parking for the new Capital Builders development.  He noted that representatives of Capital Builders are working to secure off-street parking from adjacent businesses.  

Council Member Draper noted that Winslow Road will be closing soon for reconstruction.


Council Member Adamson asked how Ms. Rompot’s request for additional lighting will be handled.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow explained that currently there are six lights placed at 300 foot intervals.  He noted that they have received other requests for additional lighting along various trails as well as requests for less lighting by neighbors of the trails.  He stated that the Engineering Department will review the requests and present a report to Council.  He noted that the lights are approximately $10,000 each.  Council Member Adamson asked how Ms. Rompot’s vandalism concerns can be addressed.  Police Chief Harry Daugherty stated that residents should call the Police Department so that a report of the vandalism can be filed.  



Police Chief Harry Daugherty stated that Grace Baptist Church will be hosting a pancake breakfast fundraiser for the Marion Police Department K-9 Unit on October 12th.  The Police Department will retire one of the current dogs, Rico, and introduce a new dog, Fador.  In addition, Santiago Sanchez is donating a painting to the Police Department.  Signed prints of the painting will be sold for $25.  The breakfast is from 7 a.m. to noon with the activities from 9:30 a.m. to 10:15 a.m.

Police Chief Harry Daugherty stated that they are tentatively planning the grand opening of the new police station for Wednesday, November 13th at 10:00 a.m.


Mayor Bouska stated that he received a Marion city directory from a Springville resident that will be donated to the History Center.


Mayor Bouska stated that he received a phone call at 1:30 a.m. regarding noise from cement that was being sawed.  He noted that the City does receive phone calls every year regarding the noise but the cement has to be sawed at a certain time.  He suggested that the City amend the Ordinance to not allow sawing of concrete in residential areas during the night.

Mayor Bouska stated that he has received several calls requesting that 13th Street be reopened as soon as possible.  

Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 7:39 p.m.
