April had us busy sweeping the main snow routes and it has been slow going due to the amount of sand on the streets. We had to repair the street on Eastview Ave and Williams Dr. due to the extreme cold temperatures this winter. We are working on crack sealing, Right Away repairs and hydro-seeding,filling pot holes as needed and shoulder grading. We have started to replace the city banners and are installing new flags and veteran banners.
