1. Call to Order.

2. Roll Call.

3. Motion to approve minutes of the September 10th, 2019 Public Service meeting.                    		   
Moved by Tom Padley, second by Joe Spinks. All in favor, motion carried.
4. Motion to consider waiver of sanitary sewer fees associated with water consumption for irrigation.     (Joshi 1190 Adare Pass)
A request has been made by the resident at 1190 Adare Pass to consider waiver of sanitary sewer fees associated with water consumption to water new sod in the months of June to August 2019. The resident did not install an irrigation meter at this time and the City of Marion has changed how we bill sewer, it is now billed on water consumption. The Marion Water Department reaches out to residents when there is very little or high water usage. The Marion Water Department does not offer any kind of forgiveness on water bills. Discussion by staff and Board, suggested by staff that they stand behind the Marion Water Departments policies. Motion to consider waiver for sanitary sewer fees was made by Mark Morgan: Yes – 0, Opposed – 5, motion does not pass. All in favor to deny motion. 
5. Discussion regarding sanitary sewer connection fees.
A discussion to have sanitary connection fees paid by the builder at the time a dwelling is built, The City Council would like us to look at this and implement that the fee comes thru the building permit. Fees would cover maintenance and add turn a rounds for the Solid Waste trucks until the roads are complete. We need to look into what we charge multi-family dwelling now if anything? Talked about starting fees in January 2020 or 7/1/2020? Craig Adamson made the motion to establish and raise fees to $2000.00 and start 7/1/2020: Yes – 5, No – 0. All in favor, motion carried.  



6. Discussion regarding recycling and solid waste programming.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ryan update the board on the cost of dumping solid waste and recycling at the CR/LC Solid Waste Agency. Quincy Recycling has stopped taking cardboard for recycling due to the cost and very limited market for it at this time and the CR/LC Solid Waste Agency has a cardboard ban at this time for recycling, but can pay to have it landfilled.. Ryan is looking into backup plan to help solve this problem. The CR/LC Solid Waste Agency wants to expand the landfill site to Artistian Road and feels this would amend the landfill life. Their choices are to expand the land fill site, add a waste transfer station or find another location. Questions asked by the Board are: What has the CR/LC Solid Waste Agency done to plan for the future over the last 10 years, other than expand the landfill? The Board is concerned about runoff from the site into Indian Creek. The Board needs to talk with the City Council and discuss the options for the future of the landfill.

8. Update regarding Eco Industrial Park (Optional site visit for Board Members – weather permitting).

Ryan updated the Board on the construction progress of the Eco Industrial Park. Geo Thermal work should be finishing up. Delaney Concrete Construction should be starting the footings. The transformer pad has been installed. The precast should start in about 2 weeks and once complete steel building will follow.
