








January 19, 2012

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, January 19, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Adamson, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, Stark, and Draper.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s Announcements:  None.
Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:

Dwight Hogan, 1565 7th Avenue, made comments regarding City funding of the MEDCO Holding Company.  He stated that the City should not be involved in development.  He requested that the Council review the payments to the MEDCO Holding Company.  

Karen Fisher, 1590 Sundance Drive, expressed concern regarding the traffic signal at Eagle View Drive and Highway 151.  She noted that only two cars can make a left turn before the light changes.  She also asked that the pedestrian signal to cross Highway 151 at the McDonald’s and Wal-Mart entrance be changed to allow the pedestrians more time to cross Highway 151.  Mayor Bouska stated that staff will look into her concerns.
Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve the Consent Calendar, as follows:

Motion to approve Hold Harmless/Noise Waiver request for the Uptown Marion Market, City Square Park and surrounding area, Saturdays, June 9, July 14, and August 11, 2012, 5:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. (Rachel Krug, Marion Chamber).

Motion to approve Hold Harmless/Noise Waiver request for Linn-Mar Growl Prowl 5K/8K Road Race, Lowe Park and 10th Street, Saturday, April 14, 2012, 6:00 a.m. – 12:00 Noon (Mike Shipley, Linn-Mar High School).

All in favor of motion to approve the consent calendar, motion carried.
Resolution No. 22235 Awarding Sale of General Obligation Urban Renewal Bonds, Series 2012A, was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22235.  Tionna Pooler, Senior Managing Consultant with Public Financial Management, Inc. presented the report regarding the two bond bids.  She noted that Moody’s Investors Services reaffirmed the City’s Aa1 bond rating.  She explained that Aa1 is a very good rating.  She explained that there were three bids on the Series 2012A bonds and four bids on Series 2012B bonds.  Ms. Pooler recommended that the City award the Series 2012A bonds to Raymond James & Associates and the Series 2012B bonds to First Southwest Co.  Council Member Stark asked about the bond rating.  Ms. Pooler stated that it would be difficult for the City to obtain an Aaa rating.  She noted that the Aa1 is a superb rating.  Council Member Stark stated that the high rating is based on the financial management and fiscal stability of the City.  Council Member Adamson noted that the City is financially stable and that factor did have a positive effect on the bond bids.  Dwight Hogan, 1565 7th Avenue, asked about the notices that were published regarding the bond sales.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Resolution No. 22236 Awarding Sale of General Obligation Corporate Purpose Bonds, Series 2012B, was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22236.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-04 relating to penalties for selling tobacco products or cigarettes to minors was read by Stark for initial consideration.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Adamson to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 12-04.  City Attorney Don Hoskins presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-01 relating to adoption by reference of the International Building Code, 2012 Edition and the International Residential Code, 2012 Edition, and providing penalties was read by Draper for second consideration.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-01.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Adamson to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 12-01 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 12-01.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-02 relating to adoption by reference of the International Mechanical Code, 2012 Edition, and providing penalties was read by Adamson for second consideration.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-02.  All in favor, motion carried.
Moved by Adamson, seconded by Stark to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 12-02 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 12-02.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-03 relating to adoption by reference of the International Plumbing Code, 2012 Edition, and providing penalties was read by Etzel for second consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-03.  All in favor, motion carried.
Moved by Spinks, seconded by Stark to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 12-03 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 12-03.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22237 approving bid and contract with Tallgrass Historians LLC regarding the National Register Nomination for the McGowan House (524 10th Street) in the amount of $3,000.00 was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22237.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22238 approving Local Option Sales Tax (LOST) Draft Spending Plan was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22238.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  He noted that the plan indicates how the proceeds of the Local Option Sales Tax would be spent by the City if the ten year extension of the tax from 2014 to 2024 is passed by the voters.  He explained that over that 10 year period that 70% of the proceeds from the tax would be spent on streets, storm sewer, and sanitary sewer improvements.  The remaining 30% would be spent on general/essential corporate purpose usage.  He explained that general/corporate purpose
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is any lawful purpose for the which the City Council is authorized to spend funds.  He noted that the City is estimated to receive $5,000,000 in the first year and approximately $100,000 more each of the following years.  City Manager Pluckhahn reviewed some of the projects that are proposed to be funded by the Local Option Sales Tax.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to table Res. No. 22238 and discuss further at the budget work session on Saturday, January 21st.  All in favor of motion to table, motion carried.
Resolution No. 22239 setting City Council meeting dates and times was read by Stark.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22239.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn explained that the Resolution states the Tuesday meeting will be held at 4:00 p.m. and the Thursday meeting will be held at 7:00 p.m.  He also noted that the meetings will be held the first week and third week of each month where both the Tuesday and Thursday meetings fall within the calendar month.  Council discussed the meeting dates and times.  Council Member Stark asked when the meeting dates and times will change.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that it would start with the first meeting in February.  All in favor, motion carried.


Resolution No. 22240 approving Strategic Plan for fiscal year 2012/2013 was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 22240.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that he made two revisions to the Plan regarding better coordination with the school districts after the discussion on Tuesday.  All in favor, motion carried.


Council Discussion Time.

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn responded to the comments made by Dwight Hogan regarding the public notice requirement for the bond issues.  He noted that essential corporate purpose bonds do not require a referendum or reverse referendum.
Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 6:08 p.m.
