










June 7, 2012

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, June 7 2012, at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Adamson, Etzel, Spinks, Stark, and Draper.  Absent:  Crawford.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:


Deb Murphy, 1065 McGowan Avenue, expressed concern regarding walking along 10th Street, north towards the Linn-Mar schools at night.  Ms. Murphy feels it  is too dark along the Indian Creek Bridge.  She does not feel safe and is sometimes scared about being jumped, attacked or falling.  Ms. Murphy would like to see a security light installed to light the bridge.  Council Member Stark asked if the lighting was addressed.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow stated that the lighting was not part of the original project, but it meets the required codes.  However, he will look into the situation and it is on his list of things to do.


Dwight Hogan, 1565 7th Avenue, was responding to Council Member Adamson’s comments during the last council meetings discussion time that everyone he has talked to is in favor of the 7th Avenue project.  Mr. Hogan stated that he has not met anyone in favor of the 7th Avenue project.  He also reminded Council that a petition with over 3,000 signatures of citizens who are not in favor of the project was previously given to them.


Maria Murphy, 2570 Pheasant Ridge Court, was concerned about two issues.  First, parking in the City Hall parking lot.  She feels parking should be restricted and no children should be sitting in the parking lot during council meetings.  Second, there are two vehicles, a red truck and a white EIC truck that are parked parallel to each other on 5th Street, just off of Central Avenue.  Ms. Murphy suggested parking on only one side of the street and additional speed enforcement.  Ms. Murphy also stated that both truck owners have driveways.  Council Member Stark asked about the parking regulations when both sides are being blocked.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow stated that TAC has previously looked into parking on one side of the street but the neighborhood was not in favor of the idea.  Mr. Whitlow suggested no parking further down the street, but feels they will just move their trucks down and continue doing the same thing.  Mr. Whitlow stated that TAC will look into the situation.

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Resolution No. 22505 directing staff to solicit proposals for engineering services regarding Emergency Backup Generators for Well Sites #4 & #5.  Council Member Spinks asked Public Services Director Ryan Miller if they were doing the generator work and inquired if the money was coming out of the Water Department’s budget.  Mr. Miller stated that is the Water Department.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that the Water Department needs a trail for a grant and an eventual audit.  This resolution will show that Council had provided direction for the Water Department to proceed with the project.

Resolution No. 22516 approving and accepting a grant to the City of Marion regarding the use of the Marion Airport for airport or aircraft landing purposes.  Mayor Bouska asked City Manager Lon Pluckhahn to speak on this issue.  Mr. Pluckhahn stated that the resolution accepts a grant to Marion for the use of the Marion Airport for airport or aircraft landing purposes.  While looking at their tax status, it was discovered that there was no documentation stating that the airport was for public use, even though it has been operating that way.  This resolution creates a trail to show that the Marion airport is indeed a public use airport even though it is privately held. 
Moved by Stark, seconded by Adamson to approve Resolution No. 22505 directing staff to solicit proposals for engineering services regarding Emergency Backup Generators for Well Sites #4 & #5 and Resolution No. 22516 approving and accepting a grant to the City of Marion regarding the use of the Marion Airport for airport or aircraft landing purposes.  All in favor, motion carried.
Ordinance No. 12-11 amending Section 132 of the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding Licensing of Taxicabs and Limousines and Providing Penalties was read by Draper for final Consideration.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Adamson to approve the final reading of Ord. No. 12-11.  Council Member Spinks asked if the Ordinance was altered.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that the alteration to the Ordinance is to recognize the Cedar Rapids licenses.  Prior to this, there use to be a metro wide license, but Cedar Rapids chose to have their own licenses.  Instead of having multiple licenses, Mr. Pluckhahn feels this is simpler and more straight forward to recognize Cedar Rapids licenses.  Council Member Spinks asked if the fees changed.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that no fees are not proposed to change in this Ordinance.  All in favor, motion carried.


Ordinance No. 12-14 amending Chapter 50 of the Marion Code of Ordinances relating to the expansion and structure of the Nuisance Enforcement/Property Maintenance Advisory Board was read by Adamson for final Consideration.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Stark to approve the final reading of Ord. No. 12-14.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Ordinance No. 12-17 establishing access fees related to the 2011 Tower Terrace Road Improvement Project – Phase II, was read by Etzel for second consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-17.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-18 establishing access fees related to Connection Avenue was read by Spinks for second consideration.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-18.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that the developer who owns the property to the north side of this property is in attendance and has some concerns about how the calculations were made.  Lon stated that he and the City Attorney, Don Hoskins, will meet with the developer immediately after the meeting to discuss this matter.  No more than three (3) Council Members are allowed to stay and listen to their case as to how the fees should be calculated differently.  Mayor Bouska asked if this is related to the plat of land that has access off Connection Avenue and a possible road behind it.  Mr. Pluckhahn stated that it was partially related and the developer owns the land on the north side of Connection Avenue down to the Stonefield development.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that there is still a third consideration.  If the third reading proceeds and is in-acted, it will be awhile before anything is due and owning especially with a final plat against that property.  It may be changed and be amended at a later date.  All in favor motion carried.

Resolution 22517 approving the Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for Hunters Field Third Addition to Marion, Iowa located north of Connection Avenue, west of Winslow Road (Fritz Development, LLC) was read by Stark.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Spinks to approve Res. No. 22517.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne noted that Resolution No. 22504, approving a Memorandum of Agreement with Fritz Development, LLC regarding Winslow Road Improvements associated with the Hunters Field Third Addition was removed for the agenda.  Resolution No. 22504 was basically an agreement to do the public improvements to this final plat.  Since it was pulled, there is nothing tying this final plat to those improvements.  It is difficult for him to recommend approval of this final plat if there is no recourse for the public improvements associated with it.  Council Member Adamson asked if this was related to the out lot.  Mr. Treharne stated that it was specifically related Lot #1 plat’s portion of Winslow Road.  The way the memorandum is written, improvements would be consistent with the development agreement that was pulled off the consent.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that the two items that were pulled are related.  Pending the outcome of this discussion, we may need to change the wording in those agreements before they are adopted.  Mr. Pluckhahn also stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended approving the resolution subject to four different criteria.  The fourth criteria states that the owner would sign a development agreement related to the construction of the public improvements associated with Winslow Road.  Until the document is approved by council and signed, they can’t proceed.  
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Council Member Adamson is concerned with the piece-meal aspect of this project and suggests Council turn it down or table it and give the petitioners an opportunity to work with staff to get this to a spot where council is comfortable.  Council Member Stark asked for the City Managers’ opinion.  City Manager Pluckhahn stated that the developer is in attendance and if council had any questions, the developer would be willing to answer them.  Ghassan Halloush, 2550 26th Avenue, who served as the developer’s engineer for this project, stated that the preliminary plat was submitted in 2006 and it was approved.  Mr. Halloush spoke regarding his role in this R4 development project.  Mr. Halloush has created the marketing exhibits/documents that council saw on Tuesday noting that they were conceptual drawings.  Mr. Halloush states that the final plat is consistent with the approved preliminary plat.  He was just trying to market to one builder who is trying to build a condo on that lot and meet the Parade of Homes deadline.  Mayor Bouska expressed councils concern regarding Lot A and the conceptual road behind it.  Council is concerned that the road would not be put in since it is attached to Lot #1.  Mr. Halloush states that he believes that the road would still go through because the driveway curves and is behind the lots.  He also noted that Lot A is non-buildable, meaning no structure can be put on it.  Lot A in its entirety is a storm sewer, sanitary sewer, utility and access easement.  Meaning that they can put anything they want on the lot, just not a structure. The builder is just trying to accommodate the owner of Lot #1 who wants more green space in his back yard.  The homeowner would own it, but we can use it for access.  Council Member Draper asked if this is related to the drawing that showed all the driveways on Connection Avenue and wondered if it was tied together or is it separate from all the condos on Connection Avenue.  Planning and Zoning Director Tom Treharne stated that it is separate and noted that they are proposing to split this one piece off adjacent to Hunter’s Field Lane.  Council Member Draper clarified that this motion has nothing to do on Connection Avenue and it is to approve Lot #1 with the green area.  Mr. Treharne stated yes.  Mr. Halloush also noted that the drawing showing driveways on Connection Avenue were conceptual marketing plats.  Council Member Draper asked if we need to go back and approve the items removed from the consent calendar.  Planning and Zoning Director Tom Treharne, stated that the way the memorandum of agreement is written it refers to the Winslow Road improvements separately because it is a final plat, and it extends to the center line of Winslow Road.  They are plating a public right-of-way and we generally have insurances on the improvements by way of bonds or escrow or in this case, by a separate agreement.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that if council chooses to approve the plat tonight, council can approve it contingent on the execution of that development agreement and we will bring the agreement back depending on the results of tonight’s meeting with the developer and have it approved at another council meeting.  Council Member Adamson is still concerned about all the patch work.  Mayor Bouska stated that he would like to see more complete conceptual drawings.  
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Tom Treharne stated that the lot is not included in the preliminary plat.  Therefore, they were required to bring it back to the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Any further split of this property will be required to have a development plan and it will go before the Planning and Zoning Commission and the City Council.  Council Member Stark stated that he was in favor of passing the motion with an amendment pending the final outcome of the discussion tonight.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Adamson to amend Resolution 22517 approving the Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for Hunters Field Third Addition to Marion, Iowa located north of Connection Avenue, west of Winslow Road (Fritz Development, LLC)..  All in favor, motion carried.


Resolution 22517 approving the Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for Hunters Field Third Addition to Marion, Iowa located north of Connection Avenue, west of Winslow Road (Fritz Development, LLC) as amended was read by Stark.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Adamson to approve as amended Res. No. 22517.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22518 approving changing the start time of the City Council Meetings on Thursdays during the months of July and August to 5:30 p.m. was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22518.    City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that the meetings in June will remain at 7:00 p.m. due to the storm water utility reading.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska recommended the following appointment:


a. Regional Workforce Investment Board, Snooks Bouska, term expires 12-31-15.

Moved by Mayor Pro-tem Spinks, seconded by Stark to concur with the Mayor’s recommendation.  All in favor, motion carried.


Council Discussion Time.


Council Member Etzel wanted it on record that her home is for sale, but she has no intention of leaving Marion, her Ward or resigning.  

Council Member Adamson wished Richard Havel, his father in law, a Happy 80th Birthday.  He also responded to Dwight Hogan’s comments regarding the signed 3,000 petitions.  He noted that the petitions were signed under false pretenses.  As he recalls, while he was standing in line at the Dairy Queen, he overheard citizens being told that the Dairy Queen was going to be bulldozed and turned into a parking lot among other things that have managed to perpetuate thanks to Mr. Hogan and some other people. Council Member Adamson also feels that if you were to ask the people today what they thought, most would tear it up their signature because they didn’t realize they were conceptual drawings.  You have to put ideas out in the public to see what people think and move forward from there.  Council Member Adamson disagrees with Mr. Hogan’s assumptions’. and his stack of paperwork.  
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Council Member Spinks congratulated our Parks Director Richard Fox on receiving an award from the Iowa Parks and Recreation Association in recognition for his service and pending retirement.  Mr. Fox is scheduled to retire in September 2012.
Council Member Draper encouraged citizens to attend the LGPA tournament at Hunter’s Ridge Golf Course this weekend, get out and walk the course with them.  He also wanted to remind everyone that the July Council meeting dates in July have been changed due to the 4th of July holiday.  The meeting dates in July will be the 10th &12th and the 24th and the 26th..

Mayor Bouska commented on Council Member Adamson’s earlier remarks regarding the 7th Avenue project.  Mayor Bouska feels that when the 7th Avenue project was first presented, it was presented incorrectly and that the marketing of the City and the developers’ concepts were not presented properly, that is why there was so much dissention.  It is still a conceptual plan and conceptual plans can and have changed immensely.  Mayor Bouska applauds the City Planners, Engineers and Administration and feels we have come a long way.  Many more things can change, but he feels that things are a lot better.  Mayor Bouska supports these changes, they are great plans and great things happening are in Marion.
