








September 6, 2012

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, September 6, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Adamson, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, Stark, and Draper.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s announcements: None.
Mayor Bouska read a proclamation for Constitution Week for the Daughters of the American Revolution.
Mayor Bouska read a proclamation for the Marion Cedar Rapids Optimist Club.
Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:
Scooter Clark, 1530 11th Street, addressed council regarding a temporary waiver to the Code of Ordinance, Chapter 55, to allow him to keep his pet mallard ducks.  Mr. Clark submitted correspondence relating to his request such as photographs and a petition signed by his neighbors stating that the ducks have not been a nuisance.
Council Member Draper asked that Resolution No. 22670 approving a renewal application for a Class E Liquor License (LE) with additional privilege for Sunday sales for Fauser Oil Co., dba Guppy’s on the Go (680 Lindale Drive), two violations in previous 5 years, be removed from the consent calendar for separate consideration.

Resolution No. 22670 approving a renewal application for a Class E Liquor License (LE) with additional privilege for Sunday sales for Fauser Oil Co., dba Guppy’s on the Go (680 Lindale Drive), two violations in previous 5 years, was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded Adamson to approve Res. No. 22670.  Council Member Draper stated that he is pleased that the agendas are showing the number of previous violations.  All in favor, motion carried.
Resolution No. 22693 stating support and authorizing the submittal of an Indian Creek Watershed Management Authority Grant Application was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 22693.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened the public hearing regarding a request to amendment the Future Land Use Map of the Marion Comprehensive Plan for property located south of Marion Boulevard, east of Armar Drive from Business Park/Office and Parks and Open Space to Single-Family Attached Residential (Cemar Holdings/LLC).  No other comments written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.
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Resolution No. 22694 approving an amendment to the Future Land Use Map of the Marion Comprehensive Plan for property located south of Marion Boulevard, east of Armar Drive from Business Park/Office and Parks and Open Space to Single-Family Attached Residential (Cemar Holdings/LLC) was read by Adamson.  Council Member Adamson asked if any additional notes or comments have been received from the Frisbee Golf members.  Parks Operations Manager, Mike Carolan, presented a staff report stating that the members are satisfied with the changes.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22694.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened the public hearing regarding a request to rezone property located south of Marion Boulevard, east of Armar Drive from A-1, Rural Restricted and O-2, Office Park to R-3, Two-Family Residential (Cemar Holdings, LLC).  John Dusek, 3135 Penny Wood Court SE, spoke in favor of the request to rezone.  No other comments written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Ordinance No. 12-23 approving an amendment to the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding a request to rezone property located south of Marion Boulevard, east of Armar Drive from A-1, Rural Restricted and O-2, Office Park to R-3, Two-Family Residential (Cemar Holdings, LLC) was read by Etzel for initial consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Stark to approve the first reading of Ord. 12-23.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened the public hearing regarding a request to rezone property located east of Alburnett Road on an easterly extension of Bent Creek Drive from R-3, Two-Family Residential to PD-R, Planned Development – Residential (Jerry's Homes, Inc.).  Drew Retz, Jerry’s Homes, 2467 71st Street, Newhall, Iowa, spoke in favor of the request to rezone.  No other comments written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Ordinance No. 12-24 approving an amendment to the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding a request to rezone property located east of Alburnett Road on an easterly extension of Bent Creek Drive from R-3, Two-Family Residential to PD-R, Planned Development – Residential (Jerry's Homes, Inc.) was read by Spinks for initial consideration.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 12-24.  Council discussed amendments.  Planning Director, Tom Treharne, presented a staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened the public hearing regarding a request to rezone property located east of 35th Street, north of Quail Trail Drive from A-1, Rural Restricted to R-2, Medium Density, Single-Family Residential and PD-R, Planned Development – Residential (Miriam Freiter and Edward Freiter/Morris, LLC).  No other comments written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed. 
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Ordinance No. 12-25 approving an amendment to the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding a request to rezone property located east of 35th Street, north of Quail Trail Drive from A-1, Rural Restricted to R-2, Medium Density, Single-Family Residential and PD-R, Planned Development – Residential (Miriam Freiter and Edward Freiter/Morris, LLC) was read by Crawford for initial consideration.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Draper to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 12-25.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened the public hearing regarding amending the Urban Renewal Plan for the Central Corridor Urban Renewal Area.  No other comments written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Resolution No. 22695 amending the Urban Renewal Plan for the Central Corridor Urban Renewal Area was read by Stark.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 22695.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened the public hearing regarding economic development incentives to Phil High.  City Manager, Lon Pluckhahn, presented a staff report.  No other comments written or verbal were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Resolution No. 22696 approving economic development incentives to Phil High was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22696.  Council Member Adamson stated that he has spoken with Mr. High regarding renting office space in his new building and asked City Attorney Don Hoskins if it was appropriate for him to vote on this issue.  Mr. Hoskins stated that legally there is no conflict.  Council Member Adamson stated he will still abstain from voting so not to show any favoritism.  All in favor, Adamson abstained, motion carried.

Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to remove from table Resolution No. 22666 approving new Social Media Policy.  Council Member Adamson stated that after further review, he is confident in the policy.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22666 approving new Social Media Policy was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Spinks to approve Res. No. 22666.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to receive and file correspondence regarding bricks for the Granger House driveway (Barbara Feller, Granger House).  Public Service Director Ryan Miller presented a staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to receive and file correspondence regarding chip seal coat on South 22nd Street (Eric and Cristal Tanner, 1801 South 22nd Street).  Public Service Director Ryan Miller presented a staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Adamson stated that after Iowa State wins this weekend he would like to see Mr. Clark rename one of his ducks to Cy instead of Herky.
Council Member Crawford commended new Communications Coordinator, Amber Bisinger, on a job well done so far.  Mr. Crawford has noticed an increase in media presence for Marion since Amber has started.

Mayor Bouska congratulated local business owner Phil High on becoming a developer.  Mayor Bouska feels that Mr. High’s project is a high point for the City of Marion and wishes him the best of luck.
