








November 1, 2012

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, November 1, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Adamson, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, Stark, and Draper.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s Announcements: None.

Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:

Maria Murphy, 2570 Pheasant Ridge Court, noted that there was an article in the Cedar Rapids Gazette regarding nuisance rental properties.  Ms. Murphy explained that the City of Cedar Rapids will be considering legislation to clamp down on nuisance rental properties.  She requested that the City of Marion do the same thing.  She noted that both Davenport and Iowa City have adopted similar ordinances.  Ms. Murphy stated that she will forward the information to Council to be received and filed at a future Council meeting.

All in favor of motion to approve the consent calendar, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-27 amending Chapter 105 of the Solid Waste Ordinance and establishing monthly solid waste collection fees at $13.00 effective January 1st, 2013 was read by Stark for final consideration.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Draper to approve the third reading of Ordinance No. 12-27.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to receive and file TAC report regarding safety and lighting concerns on 28th Avenue (Betty Johnson, 3380 28th Avenue).  All in favor, motion carried.
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City Engineer Dan Whitlow presented the staff report regarding the proposed right in right out access for Kum & Go (Lincolnview Square, LLC).  City Engineer Whitlow stated that Engineering is recommending approval of the right in right out access.  Jeff Witter, Vice President, Lincolnview Square, LLC, stated that he has discussed the access with Troy Benham, the owner of Marion Tire.  He noted that Mr. Benham is onboard with the right in right out access.  Council discussed the proposed right in right out access for Kum & Go (Lincolnview Square, LLC).  Council Member Spinks asked about signage at the development.  Associate Planner Kesha Billings reviewed the sign ordinance requirements.  

Resolution No. 22818 approving right in right out access for Kum & Go (Lincolnview Square, LLC) was read by Adamson.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 22818.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to receive and file a request for the acceptance of right of way for Boyson Court located south of Boyson Road, west of Geode Street (Jay Murphy Homes).  All in favor, motion carried.

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn requested that Resolution No. 22819, accepting right of way for Boyson Court located south of Boyson Road, west of Geode Street (Jay Murphy Homes), be tabled.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to table Resolution No. 22819.  All in favor of motion to table, motion carried.
Resolution No. 22820 approving request for waiver of Subdivision Regulations to allow a division of property by Plat of Survey No. 1805 for transfer purposes only for property located east of the south extension of Elderton Drive (Fritz Development, LLC c/o Karl Rosenberg) was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22820.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22821 approving the Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement of MEC First Addition in City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa, located south of Highway 151 and west of Partners Avenue (City of Marion and MEDCO Holding Company) was read by Stark.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 22821.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22822 authorizing purchase of property related to Marion Central Corridor Project (John C. Fillmore) was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22822.  Council Member Draper asked about handicapped parking for the V.I.P.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn reviewed the options for 
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handicapped parking.  John Fillmore, 840 5th Avenue, stated that he received correspondence from the Planning Department indicating that he could continue to operate his business at the current location with existing parking.  He asked about parking requirements if he would sell the property.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that the City staff will help Mr. Fillmore evaluate his parking options.  All in favor of motion to approve Res. No. 22822, motion carried.
Resolution No. 22823 approving request for wavier of the subdivision regulations to allow division of property by Acquisition Plat for dedication of right of way related to the Marion Central Corridor Project between 7th Street and 8th Street (City of Marion) was read by Adamson.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Spinks to approve Res. No. 22823.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22824 adopting a Code of Ethics for members of the Marion, Iowa, City Council was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22824.  Council Member Spinks asked if there had been any changes to the Code of Ethics since the Tuesday work session.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that there have not been any alterations.  All in favor, motion carried.


Mayor Bouska recommended the following re-appointments:

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Stark to concur with the Mayor’s recommendations.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska recommended the appointment of Lois Foster, 3100 27th Avenue, to the Library Board of Trustees, with term to expire 06/30/2018.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to concur with the Mayor’s recommendation.  All in favor, motion carried
Council Discussion Time.

Council Member Adamson congratulated the Marion Cares group on their work in the community and especially at the Azure Apartment complex.  He noted that they have received a grant from the State of Iowa in the amount of $18,500 to help fund the program.
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Council Member Adamson congratulated the Police Department on their groundbreaking for the new Police Station.


Council Member Adamson congratulated the Marion Independent and Linn-Mar Schools students on their work this season in volleyball, football, and cross country.  He noted that Stephanie Jenks, a freshman at Linn Mar High School, won the State cross country meet.


Council Member Adamson congratulated all six of the individuals from Marion that were recognized by the Corridor Business Journal 40 under 40.


Council Member Spinks congratulated Ron Hoover on his appointment to the International Code Council.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that this is Mr. Hoover’s second term on the Board of the International Code Council.

Council Member Spinks noted that he appreciated the discussion regarding the Kum and Go access.  He explained that he likes to have the discussion first.  


Council Member Crawford reminded everyone of the Blue Zones Site Committee visit on November 14th at the ESCO office.  He asked that everyone support the Blue Zones project.

Council Member Spinks noted that Council Member Crawford participated in the Des Moines marathon.  Council Member Crawford stated that he ran the Des Moines Marathon a few weeks ago.  He noted that the race was a benefit for the Wounded Warriors Project. 

Mayor Bouska noted that the IBEW also presented a check for the Marion Cares program.

Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 7:24 p.m.
