








December 6, 2012

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, December 6, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor pro tem Spinks presiding and the following council members present:  Adamson, Etzel, Crawford, Stark, and Draper.  Absent:  Mayor Bouska.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne stated that he will verify that the legal description is correct.  Council Member Draper asked about the purchase amount.  Mr. Treharne stated that the City is paying $81,700 plus some closing costs.  Mayor pro tem Spinks requested a report on the project.  Mr. Treharne presented the report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-28 amending Chapter 160 of the Code of Ordinances adopting by reference the International Building Code, 2012 Edition and the International Residential Code, 2012 Edition and providing penalties was read by Adamson for second consideration.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-28.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-29 amending Chapter 63 of the Code of Ordinances establishing 25 mph speed limit on 6th Avenue from 7th Street to 15th Street was read by Etzel for second consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Stark to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-29.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to receive and file correspondence opposing the proposal regarding “No Parking “on 29th Avenue (Cory and Holly Ranney, 3465 29th Avenue).  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Stark, seconded by Adamson to receive and file and refer to TAC correspondence requesting “No Parking” on 27th Street between 14th Avenue and 16th Avenue (Richard Allen, 2865 16th Avenue).  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22891 approving the establishment of “No Parking Corner to Here” on the north side of 29th Avenue from 35th Street to 140’ west (Staff) (Residents and Staff of Summit Pointe) was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22891.  Assistant City Engineer Maryann Shinrock presented the staff report.  Comments were heard from Holly Ranney, 3465 29th Avenue, Marilyn Benesh, 3495 29th Avenue, Shelly Huffer, 3501 29th Avenue, and Dennis Huffer, 3501 29th Avenue.  Council discussed the proposed parking changes.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn suggested that a couple of neighborhood representatives meet with City officials regarding future changes to parking as well as the future need for either stop signs or traffic signals.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to table Res. No. 22891.  All in favor of motion to table Res. No. 22891, motion carried.
Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to table Resolution No. 22892, approving the establishment of “No Parking Here to Corner” on the north side of 29th Avenue from 35th Street to 155’ east (Staff), (Residents and staff of Summit Pointe).  All in favor of motion to table Res. No. 22892, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22893 approving the establishment of “No Parking” on the north side 29th Avenue from 44th Street to 450’ east (Staff) was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22893.  Assistant City Engineer Maryann Shinrock presented the staff report.  All in favor except Draper, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22894 approving the establishment of “No Parking” on the north side of 29th Avenue from 44th Street to 250’ west (Staff) was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22894.  All in favor except Draper, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22895 approving Champions Estates 3rd Addition Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for property located east of Lucore Road and south of Artesian Road (G.S. Enterprise L.L.C.) was read by Stark.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22895.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Resolution No. 22896 approving Country Club Estates 7th Addition Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for property located east of Alburnett Road (Jerry's Homes, Inc) was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 22896.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22897 approving Highview 4th Addition Final Plat and Memorandum of Agreement for property located north of Alburnett Road, west of Newcastle Road (Highview, Inc) was read by Adamson.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22897.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne noted that he has a purchase agreement on one of the lots.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22898 approving Linn County Business Park, Lot 1, Final Site Development Plan located west of Highway 13, north of REC Drive (Burger Homes and Development, Inc) was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22898.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22899 authorizing purchase of property related to Marion Central Corridor Project for property located south of 7th Avenue and east of 7th Street (Bildstein Group) was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22899.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne noted that this will be the location of the roundabout for the Central Corridor project.  He explained that this was a voluntary acquisition.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that the business will lease the building from the City until their new location is ready.  All in favor, motion carried.
Resolution No. 22900 authorizing purchase of property related to the Marion Central Corridor Project located north of 5th Avenue, east of 21st Street (Eastern Iowa Construction) was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22900.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  Council Member Draper asked if there are environmental issues.  Mr. Treharne noted that Phase I, Phase II, and site borings have been done.  He noted that no real issues or concerns were found.  Mr. Treharne noted that the closing is scheduled for next week.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-30 appointing the number of the Water Utility Board of Trustees, transitioning from a three member to a five member board and the staggering terms was read by Adamson for second consideration.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Crawford to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-30.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Resolution No. 22901 setting public hearing for Thursday, December 20, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. regarding Tower Terrace Road was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Adamson to approve Res. No. 22901.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Stark, seconded by Adamson to approve the following Mayoral reappointments:

Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Draper stated that he is available for the January 12th special work session regarding the budget.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that the work session will start at 8:30 a.m. and probably wrap up around 3:00 p.m.  Council Member Stark and Council Member Adamson also stated that January 12th will work for them.

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that the ribbon cutting for Phase I of the Central Corridor Project will be tomorrow at noon on the south side of City Square Park.  Christmas in the Park and the Peppermint Walk are from 4:00 to 8:00 tomorrow.  Santa will also arrive.  Coffeehouse Night at Lowe Park will feature Songs of the Season with Carol Montag from 7:30 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.

Council Member Adamson thanked all the residents that attended tonight’s meeting.  He stated that he would like the department staff reports to be on Thursday so that more members of the public would also hear the reports.  Mayor pro tem Spinks noted that the Parks Department gave a good presentation regarding the splash pad on Tuesday.  Council Member Adamson stated that there are a lot of good things going on in Marion.  
Mayor pro tem Spinks adjourned the meeting at 8:04 p.m.
