








April 10, 2014

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, April 10, 2014, at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s Announcements: 

Mayor Bouska noted that he attended the awards ceremony at the Marion Police Department today.  Mayor Bouska congratulated those that received awards.  The following employees were honored:  Cory Berning, Tom Daubs, Shellene Gray, Brian Heinricy, Mike Kula, Doug Slagle, Mark Kjormoe, Ashley Hill, Chad Nott, Adam Cirkl, and Scott Elam.
Aaron Eckley, a student at Linn Mar High School, presented his research findings on the Barrow Pond Prairie Rescue Project.  Mr. Eckley’s instructor, Dr. J. Lawrence Hanson, was also present.  Mr. Eckley explained that less than 0.1% of tallgrass prairies remain in Iowa.  He noted that invasive species are threatening the prairie areas.  Mr. Eckley explained that prairies can be managed through burning, mowing, or by grazing.  He noted that goats can be used to control the invasive species.  Mr. Eckley requested that the City manage the prairie area near the 29th Avenue bridge.  Council asked questions regarding Mr. Eckley’s research.  
Presentation regarding the intersection of 35th Street and 29th Avenue (Summit Pointe residents):
Jack Walters, Summit Pointe Senior Living resident, requested that Council consider improvements to the 29th Avenue/35th Street intersection.  Mr. Walters noted that the Summit Pointe residents previously attended the October 2012 Council meeting and sent correspondence to Council in October 2013 requesting changes to the intersection.  Mr. Walters requested that Council take action to improve the intersection.  Moved by Pazour, seconded by Spinks to receive and file the correspondence from Residents and Staff of Summit Pointe regarding the 29th Avenue/35th Street intersection.  All in favor, motion carried.

Bob Grove, Summit Pointe Senior Living resident, thanked the Mayor and Council for providing them the opportunity to speak regarding their safety concerns at the intersection of 29th Avenue and 35th Street.  Mr. Grove explained that that the fence at a private residence and the parked vehicles on the north side of 29th Avenue make it difficult to cross 29th Avenue.  Mr. Grove requested that Council make improvements to the intersection.  Council discussed that intersection and possible improvements.  Assistant City Engineer Darin Andresen responded to Council questions.  

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Draper to direct staff to do a solution study regarding the intersections.  Council requested that Engineering staff present possible options to improve the intersection.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Citizen presentations, comments, and/or petitions:

Harry Simonsen, 1032 4th Street, requested that Council re-evaluate the budget and City spending.  Mr. Simonsen also requested that the Chamber of Commerce provide the City their financial statements and employee salary and benefit information.  

Noreen Tonkin, 1920 8th Avenue, expressed concern regarding the announcement that Horizons and the Heritage Area Agency on Aging will be closing senior congregate dining sites in Marion and four other locations.  Ms. Tonkin explained that the seniors receive meals and have an opportunity to visit with other seniors at the congregate meal sites.  Ms. Tonkin requested that Council work to address the issue so that the meals for seniors can continue at Lowe Park in Marion.

Ruth Warren, 3202 Prairie Bend Circle, expressed concern about the 35th Street/29th Avenue intersection, the local option sales tax, the Central Corridor project, roundabouts, parking in the Uptown area, sewer fees paid to Cedar Rapids, brick streets, and the speed that emergency vehicles travel.  
Mayor Bouska read a proclamation for Marion’s 175th Anniversary and encouraged the community’s participation in a year-long celebration.

Council Member Pazour expressed concern with hiring a consultant from outside of the area.  Mayor Bouska asked about the results that will be received from the consultant.  Assistant to the City Manager Amanda Kaufman explained that a branding team will be formed to work with the consultant.  All in favor except Pazour, motion carried.

Resolution No. 23770 approving contract with Gallagher Benefit Services, Inc. in the amount of $12,050.00 for wellness consulting services was read by AbouAssaly.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 23770.  Mayor Bouska requested a staff report.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened the public hearing regarding the approval of a development agreement with Genesis Equities, LLC, including Tax Increment Financing (TIF) 
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payments in an amount not to exceed $8.4 million plus interest (continued from the 3-6-14 meeting).  Mike Dooley, 3851 29th Avenue, and Noreen Tonkin, 1920 8th Avenue, spoke opposing the agreement.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn explained tax increment financing.  Nick Glew, 3430 Penny Lane, and Jill Ackerman, President of the Marion Chamber of Commerce, spoke in favor of the agreement.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to remove from table Res. No. 23700 approving a development agreement with Genesis Equities, LLC, including Tax Increment Financing (TIF) payments in an amount not to exceed $8.4 million plus interest (tabled at the 3-6-14 meeting).  Council Member Draper noted that although some communities have abused TIF, Marion has not.  Mayor Bouska noted that this agreement is for the area around Marion Iron.  Marion Iron will be relocated to a new facility in Marion.  Council Member Pazour asked about the change in the TIF legislation that Mr. Dooley had previously mentioned.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn reviewed the proposed changes to the TIF legislation.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 23700 approving a development agreement with Genesis Equities, LLC, including Tax Increment Financing (TIF) payments in an amount not to exceed $8.4 million plus interest (tabled at the 3-6-14 meeting) was read by Pazour.  Moved by Pazour, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 23700.  Yeas:  Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Bouska, Crawford, and Draper.  Nays:  None.  Abstention:  AbouAssaly.  Motion carried.

Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Pazour noted that Council Member AbouAssaly’s picture was in the Marion Times for the Run to Altar event.

Council Member Pazour requested that Council reconsider Resolution No. 23314, approving contract with Pate Asphalt regarding a request associated with rain water runoff for property located at 501 1st Street (Sally Meyer) in the amount of $950.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that it can be placed on the next Council agenda for consideration.

Council Member Pazour requested that Res. No. 23016 establishing a Local Option Sales Tax (L.O.S.T.) committee be amended to remove a committee member if they have missed three consecutive meetings.  She asked that it be placed on the next Council agenda.
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Council Member Pazour requested that Council review parking regulations for businesses.  


Council Member Pazour asked if there will be changes to 13th Street or 7th Avenue due to the PDS Investments building.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that they are considering extending the two lane portion of 7th Avenue to the block in front of Walgreens and add parallel parking on 13th Street adjacent to the PDS building.

Council Member Spinks responded to comments from earlier in the meeting.  He noted that the City has not cut any services and the property increase is not due to the City portion.


Council Member Spinks stated that he attended the Linn County State of the County dinner.  He noted that they mentioned that Linn County is also concerned about the termination of the senior citizen meals.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that Horizons budget was cut by over $200,000.


Council Member AbouAssaly agreed with Council Member Pazour that the parking needs to be reviewed.  


Council Member Draper noted that this year is the City’s 175th year.  He reviewed some of the historic events that took place in 1839.  He noted that 897 13th Street is Lot 1 of Block 1 in the Original Town.  

Council Member Draper noted that parking requirements for downtown are different than other parts of the community.  

Council Member Crawford thanked the community members that attended and made comments at tonight’s meeting.  He noted that there were a lot of inaccurate comments made tonight.  He asked residents to please contact staff or Council if you have any questions.  He noted that TIF is a fantastic tool for the community.

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Pazour to adjourn to Labor Strategy Session at 8:44 p.m..  Council Member Pazour asked if an executive session could be placed on the next agenda regarding salaries.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that she should visit with the City Attorney to determine if it is an appropriate topic for closed session.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Spinks to reconvene to regular session at 9:07 p.m.  All in favor, motion carried.

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Council Member Pazour requested that the location of the roundabout at 7th Avenue and 7th Street be marked so citizens know where the roundabout will be located.
Resolution No. 23755 approving salary increase effective April 1, 2014 for the City Manager was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 23755.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that Council Member Pazour requested the total amount his compensation.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that the position is budgeted at $193,298 for salary and benefits for FY 14-15.  He noted that this he does not receive that much, but that is the amount budgeted for the position.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to receive and file Department Head Pay for Performance recommendations.  All in favor, motion carried.
