ITEM 1 Call to Order
Kevin Morgan called to order the regular meeting of the Public Service Board on Tuesday, January 17, 2012 at 12:10 PM. A motion to approve the December 2011 minutes was made by Mark Morgan, seconded by Colleen Prokop, Motion carried.
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ITEM 2 Review of Solid Waste House Pickup Request
Ryan suggested that the Public Service Board approve a formal approval process for new House Pickup request from today forward, also is this a program that we should continue to offer. The PS board decided to continue the program but would like to have a policy in place that is in writing and create an objective criterion (elderly, handicap, short term physical impairment).  Motion was made by Kevin Morgan and second by Bill Jones. Motion carried.
ITEM 3 Discussion regarding Designated Street Lighting
Ryan discussed with the PS Board the City of Marion Lighting and Utility Structure Schedule. This shows the approved street lighting and traffic lighting that can be used within the city. Developers wanted more choices for street lights then Alliant offers. In the future PS will maintain the new lights and sell them to the developers. This will open up a new area of service for the City of Marion and Public Service. PS is also looking into LED street lights for future light fixtures.
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ITEM 4 Discussion regarding Designated Street Signing
This is a preliminary draft and will become more permanent once the City of Marion has decided on what kinds of signs will be accepted within the city. We should be seeing more decorative signs in the downtown corridor. The new federal standards for letters are 6” from 4”, so all signs are going to this as we replace them at this time. 
ITEM 5 Discussion regarding Indian/Dry Creek Improvement Project
This will be a restoration project that will be in conjunction to establishing a storm water shed that PS maintains. Dry creek is feed by natural springs, which are more suitable for a fish hatchery. This project will allow PS to control the flow of water in the creek which they clean out and maintain, we have an EPA level 2 permit now and will have 5 areas of water maintenance. Ryan and Todd Steigerwaldt are working on this project. At the present time PS is responsible for maintaining the whole city of Marion’s storm waterway. Would restore the banks which is all city owned property to gradual banks and plant vegetation; this will take a few years to establish but will be beneficial to ease the future maintenance of the creek and banks. We would like to offer canoeing on the creek from 8th Ave to Glenbrook Cove which has a 25ft natural grade.
