Street Division

The weather in April was a quite month, with a small storm and 1 tree down. We are still busy trying to sweep up the sand on the roads with both sweepers running. We are checking our paving, concrete and painting equipment for the up coming work season. The crews have been out crack sealing, hauling road stone and grading gravel roads and shoulders. The mowing crew is starting to mow the medians and sides of the highways, and Adopt-A-Roadway groups have been busy cleaning up ditches for the start our mowing season. All departments have been busy doing annual training.

· Pothole filling continues as needed using 1.45 tons of cold patch 
· Hauled 284.15 tons of road stone  
· Hauled 251.85 tons of modified sub-base

Fleet Division
The Fleet Division has been busy this month keeping all the equipment up and in running condition.  The mechanic is busy working on the Sweepers, Solid Waste Trucks, and equipment keeping them ready for daily use. They are also busy checking and repairing the equipment needed for road repairs and spring maintenance work.

During the month of April, the Sewer Division completed sewer maintenance, monthly and bi-monthly flushing. They are busy clearing waterways of debris and getting the BIG pump ready for the rainy season. They completed a sewer line repair on 2nd Ave and 12th St., and they did some televising on Archer Dr and Bowstring Dr (new development) for the Engineering Dept. Completed a box out on Hutton Hill and Donnlley Dr.

· Flushed 26,700 Linear/ feett of sewer lines

· Used 1.75 yards of concrete
