Street Division

The weather in June was very dry. We have been busy trying to sweep up the sand on the roads with both sweepers running and doing dust control on gravel roads. The paint crew has been painting the lines within the city. The concrete crew has completed full patch work at 28th Street, Maplecrest Drive and 12th Avenue, and 1400 block of Maplecrest Drive  , while the asphalt crew has completed work on one side of Lucore Road base and surface, Northview Drive,  and Indian Creek Road.

Sewer Division
