Street Division

The month of March was a colder then normal month for the Streets Department; we were out plowing and sanding 8 times this month. Using the equipment so much kept us busy making sure everything was in working order, and we were busy training on the new equipment so we are ready when the weather starts getting warmer. We have started to do ditch clean up and repairing ROW damage as the weather warms up. The sweepers are both out starting on main routes cleaning up the sand from the winter.
In addition, the Street Division:

· Pothole filling continues as needed using 7.68 tons of cold patch 
· Hauled 472.49 tons of sand
Fleet Division
The Fleet Division was busy again this month keeping all the equipment up and in running condition for Public Service and other departments. They have been busy training on the new equipment and 1 mechanic went to Case Tomahawk training. The fleet department was also helping plow and sand the streets as needed.

Sewer Division

During the month of March we were busy with storm sewer inspections and clearing out culverts. They were also busy cleaning out culverts and waterway along 44th Street between Hwy 151 and Hwy 100 of debris and helped the Parks Department by clearing out a log jam at the bridge by Thomas Park. When we were not out plowing we were busy checking equipment for spring projects and training on new equipment, gas monitor and tri-pod set up.
