Street Division

The month of May was a mix of weather that kept the Streets and all departments busy. We have finished shoulder grading , crack sealing, and over night painting for the spring. We will be ROW mowing as weather permits. We have replaced / repaired the curb at the 2300 block of 10th Ave and replaced the road in front of 2300 Winchester. On 5/19/2013 Mother Nature hit us with high winds and rain, so we had  to pick up brush for about a week.

· Pothole filling continues as needed using 13.76 tons of cold patch 
· Hauled 90.98 tons of sub base
· Used 66.25 cyds of concrete
