









August 7, 2014

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, August 7, 2014, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Absent:  None.

City Engineer Dan Whitlow stated that Engineering has provided a list of improvements that would be helpful and that the basin was built per standards and no negligence was cited by anybody.  Mr. Whitlow also stated that there are some areas that can be improved upon that may reduce the risk of overflowing and is seeking direction from Council.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn suggested a motion from Council directing staff to brief Council with proposed solutions that can be made to the detention basin to reduce the risk of overflowing. Council Discussion Time

Council Member Pazour expressed concern regarding information in the July 3rd, 2014 City Manager’s Memo that states that costs are starting to show up on the Uptown Façade Program, starting with architectural fees.  The memo also stated that the City could expect hard construction costs to start showing up in the fall at the earliest, but most likely the bulk of the construction will happen next year.  Ms. Pazour suggested not spending any additional money regarding the Uptown Façade Program until the City gets a better idea of the costs since things always change.  Ms. Pazour expressed concern that projects never come in at what they were bid and suggested tightening the financial belt.

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn, in response to Mr. Grandon’s concerns, showed Council Members one way in which citizens can track concerns similar to Mr. Grandon.  Mr. Pluckhahn demonstrated the City of Marion Smart Phone Mobile App for iphones or androids.  The app allows citizens to report issues such as pot holes, broken storm intake or property maintenance issues.  The app will automatically send issues to the appropriate department.  Once the department takes action, it gets recorded into the system.  Citizens can go into the system and see where the most recent action has been taken on related types of issues that have been submitted and it allows citizens to track the progress.  The app allows citizens to take pictures of issues and email them directly to the City.  The app uses the cellphones GPS to give an exact location or address of the issue.   Mr. Pluckhahn stated that this is one way citizens can track issues without frustration.

Council Member Crawford addressed Mr. Hogan’s comments regarding the Library project and the perceived myth of secrecy that is floating around town.  Mr. Crawford stated that he doesn’t know how else the city can get the word out besides the website.  The fact that the information was emailed out before any action any has been taken negates the idea of secrecy.  All the information is public.  Mr. Crawford also stated that he does not understand where the concern is coming from.  
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Mr. Crawford stated that the Library project has been out there for years and it was one of the imagine8 initiatives that citizens asked for a new library.  Mr. Crawford stated that he would be willing to talk to Mr. Hogan after the meeting.


Council Member AbouAssaly stated the nothing will happen regarding the Library unless City Council approves it.
Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 7:39 p.m.
