The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in special session, Tuesday, August 12, 2014, at 4:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Pazour, Spinks, Crawford, and Draper.  Absent:  Etzel and AbouAssaly.

City Engineer Dan Whitlow presented the staff report on the 2014 35th Street and 29th Avenue Intersection Improvement Project, Option J.

City Engineer Dan Whitlow continued his presentation regarding the 2014 35th Street and 29th Avenue Intersection Improvement Project, Option J.  Council discussed the 2014 35th Street and 29th Avenue Intersection Improvement Project, Option J.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn answered Council questions regarding funding.  Todd Wood, 2505 Deer Lane Road, spoke in favor of submitting the application for Traffic Safety Improvement Program funding.  Jeff Koffron, 1830 Indian Creek Road, spoke in favor of the project.


Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to direct staff to proceed with preparation of construction plans regarding the 2014 35th Street and 29th Avenue Intersection Improvement Project to include a Mini Roundabout.  All in favor except Pazour, motion carried.


Resolution No. 23985 authorizing the submittal of an application for Traffic Safety Improvement Program (TSIP) Funding for the intersection of 35th Street and 29th Avenue to convert the 2-way stop controlled intersection to a mini roundabout was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 23985.  All in favor, motion carried.


Resolution No. 23986 approving contract with Shive Hattery Engineering for engineering services regarding the 2014 35th Street and 29th Avenue Intersection Improvement Project in the amount of $4,880.00 was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 23986.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 4:49 p.m.
