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ITEM 1 Approval of March Minutes

ITEM 2 Review of Citizen Request for Solid Waste Services
Wayne Palmatier has requested a credit of $28.00 for Solid Waste services because shortly after they purchased a resident in Marion his wife became ill and they left for the Mayo Clinic in AZ. The Public Service Board has decided to look at each request and make a decision on on the circumstances of each case. They have decided to credit Wayne Palmitier’s account for the $28.00 requested.  A motion to approve the request was made by tom padley, seconded by Colleen Prokop, and all Board members are in favor, Motion carried.

Ryan suggested to the Public Service Board that they need to look at creating PS Board Bylaws and adopt formal set of Bylaws. Ryan will bring a set to the next meeting and if anyone else has any they would like to discuss at the next PS Board meeting.

26:05 Duties:  Number 4 Discuss formal goals and objectives. The PS Board to look at future needs and have formal written polices and guidelines for future members and to give new Council members an understanding of what PS does and what our purpose is. We have one of the biggest budgets within the city.
Review of citizen claims. So they are moved along in a timely manner. Look at special request.
Look at residency requirements: must live within 10 miles of city limit. We have 9 employees that we hired before Ryan became the Director, the waiver must be approved by the following 3 (Mayor, City Manager and PS Director). Ryan has not hired anyone outside this waiver. Ryan wants the PS Board to review the policy if necessary. Would like the PS Board to review so there is public oversight on this policy when there is a major storm the policy now states that the employee must get to the office within 1 hour. The issue is the smaller storms and or sand for ice control of less than 3 hours, right not they get paid a minimum of 3 hrs.
Approve new rates and services that Ryan updates. The PS Board will have the oversight of the deeded property from the Riley Family.
 Would like the PS Board to have over sight of department staff salary and pay for performance, Ryan would like to employees advance by experience and performance and establish a pay band with steps. The PS board would be used as an avenue of appeal.
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ITEM 4 Review of Department Facility Expansion Project
Ryan updated the PS Board about how he would like to see the land plotted and building placement on the property. He talked about the main building layout and out buildings. Just at the planning stage at this time will keep the PS board updated as plans move along.
ITEM 5 Old Business / New Business
