Street Division

The month of May is the beginning of our work season and all divisions were busy. We are working on shoulder grading, crack sealing and signal maintenance. We have finished cleaning the sand off the right of way and hydro seeding. We are finishing up painting the legends and getting ready to start painting street lines. We have started full depth concert slab replacement at 62nd St and North Gateway.

They were also busy clearing out debris and lining the banks of Indian Creek. Gary and his crew were busy installing drain tile at 27th Street between 4th and 5th Ave and also repaired a sewer line at Charter Oak Lane and Westover Dr.
