








April 9, 2015

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, April 9, 2015, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council observed a moment of silence.

Mayor’s Announcements:


Mayor Bouska explained that the Library Board building committee made a presentation to the Council on Tuesday regarding a proposed new library facility.  Mayor Bouska stated that he requested information from the Library Director regarding repairs and maintenance of the current facility.  Mayor Bouska noted that since the Library Director reports to the Library Board and not the City Council, he was informed that the Council should make a request to the Library Board for the information.  Mayor Bouska also noted that the Library will be conducting a survey regarding the proposed library facility.  He stated that there were some comments made regarding placing the issue of the new library on the ballot.  Mayor Bouska noted that this would be a nonbinding proposition and that a referendum is not required.
Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:

Maria Murphy, 2570 Pheasant Ridge Court, stated that the branding presentation was very interesting.  She noted that the branding consultants listed challenges that Marion is facing based on their survey of residents.  One challenge listed was a perception of too much traffic police activity.  She stated that as leaders of the City, the City Council should be encouraging the citizens to praise our officers, obey the laws of the road, and be a model of what a safe city looks like.  She noted that drivers do not yield to pedestrians in the crosswalk.  She requested that the comment regarding too much traffic police activity be removed from the branding report and instead emphasize the excellent police and fire departments that help to keep our City safe. 

Lawryn Fraley, 3475 Jonquil Lane, and Ariel Carter, 1150 Northview Drive, stated that they are seniors at Marion High School and are representing the Take Charge Team.  The Take Charge Team reaches out to youth in the district and educates them on the harm of alcohol, drug, and tobacco use.  Ms. Fraley and Ms. Carter urged Council to vote in favor of the proposed ordinance that would prohibit the use of tobacco, nicotine, and electronic vaporizers in the public parks.  Council Member AbouAssaly asked Ms. Fraley and Ms. Carter what nicotine products they see being used by youth.  Ms. Fraley and Ms. Carter stated that the vaporizers have become popular and are harmful to the youth as is chewing tobacco.
Kay Lammers, 2820 2nd Avenue, stated that she was at the presentation that the Library Building Committee made to the City Council on Tuesday.  She noted that although the City Council does not have jurisdiction over the library, the City does approve their budget.  Mrs. Lammers stated that she is in favor of this issue being placed on the ballot.
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Richard Chapman, 1585 A Avenue, noted that the curb was brought out further to make parking on 7th Avenue in front of Philip’s Diamond Shop.  He requested that the curb be painted yellow.  He noted that he was driving at night, hit the curb, and ruined his tire.  

Mike Dooley, 3820 29th Avenue, stated that he appreciates the concern about the library project.  He requested that there be a vote on the library project.

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn reviewed the pay for performance program.  Council Member Pazour stated that before Mr. Pluckhahn was hired as City Manager the Council used to evaluate the department heads and make the recommendation for raises.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that it was his understanding that the City Manager evaluated the Department Heads and the City Council evaluated the City Manager.  He noted that a working group is being formed to review the pay for performance program over the next nine to twelve months.  Police Chief Harry Daugherty stated that in the 19 years that he has been Police Chief only the City Manager has been involved in his evaluation.  Council Member Draper expressed concern with the equality of pay ranges for similar positions in different departments.  Council Member Draper also noted that job titles for positions may be different in other cities.  All in favor of motion to receive and file, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 15-02 amending Chapter 47, Park Rules of the Marion Code of Ordinances, more specifically to add a section Prohibiting Smoking and the use of Tobacco, Nicotine and Electronic Vaporizers in the public parks and providing penalties (Amended by Council on 3/19/15) was read by AbouAssaly for initial consideration.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 15-02.  Council Member Pazour stated that she was opposed to the Ordinance because she feels it would be difficult to enforce and the Police Department has better things to do.  Council Member Etzel stated that the children should be protected from second hand smoke.  Council Member AbouAssaly noted that this is a difficult issue.  He explained that he has done a lot of research.  He noted that smoking is the top cause of preventable deaths; more than alcohol, car accidents, illegal drugs, and suicides combined.  In addition, the Surgeon General has stated that there is no risk free level of exposure to second hand smoke.  Council Member AbouAssaly stated that the City Council and the Parks Board has as part of their mission to promote a healthy community.  He noted that 9 out of 10 tobacco users start using tobacco before adulthood and if they have not started using tobacco by age 26 they probably are never going to use tobacco.  Council Member AbouAssaly noted that the issue of enforcement is not the job of the Council.  He explained that the Police Department will enforce the Ordinance.  Council Member Draper stated that it is a difficult issue but Council must do what is best for the community.  Council Member Spinks noted that the Ordinance takes effect on August 1st and tickets will not be issued for the first 30 days.  He suggested that the date be changed to after the Swamp Fox Festival.  Mayor Bouska expressed concern over the $50 fine.  He noted that the Parks Department has installed “No Smoking” signs in some areas of the parks.  Police Chief Harry Daugherty stated that he will direct the officers to begin enforcement after the Swamp Fox Festival.  Council Member Crawford spoke in favor of the Ordinance.  He noted that currently the Parks Staff has to enforce the no smoking in areas of the park.  This ordinance will allow the Police Department to enforce the Ordinance.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Nays:  Bouska.  Motion carried.

Council Member AbouAssaly left the meeting at 6:07 p.m.

Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  Council Member Draper asked if any of properties would have addresses on Alburnett Road.  Tim Mooney, 862 Archer Drive, representing Mooney-Engle Land Co., stated that there would not be addresses on Alburnett Road.  No other comments, written of verbal, were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne stated that streets with volumes of over 18,000 vehicles per day and posted speed limits over 45 mph are not appropriate for shared roadways.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow stated that they will do regular traffic counts and monitor traffic volume.  All favor, motion carried.

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  No other comments, written of verbal, were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.

Council Member Spinks noted that the concrete is broken at the intersection in front of the new Police Station.  He asked if there is a warranty on the concrete.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow stated that it should still be covered under the bond.

Council Member Draper noted the Council approved hiring three new firefighters in each of the next three years to staff Fire Station No. 3.  He stated that the Civil Service Commission received 83 applicants for the three positions in the FY 15-16 budget.
