








June 30, 2015

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in special session, Tuesday, June 30, 2015, at 4:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Pazour, Spinks, Etzel, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Absent: None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:
Robert Sueppel, 1199 4th Street, stated that the stormwater is not going into the catch basin at 4th Street and Central Avenue.  He stated that the cement needs to be ground down.

Resolution No. 24676 approving an amendment to the labor agreement with Marion Policeman’s Protective Association for the period of July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016 was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24676.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Crawford, seconded by AbouAssaly to approve a Hold Harmless/Noise Waiver Agreement for a Community Band Concert, Marion Square Park, Tuesday, June 9 and July 2, 2015, 6:00 p.m. – 9:00 p.m., plus trailer parking in four parking spaces adjacent to 11th Street (David Law, 1560 Pleasantview Drive).  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska opened a public hearing regarding FY 14-15 budget amendment No. 2.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.


Resolution No. 24675 approving FY 14-15 budget amendment No. 2 was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24675.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn responded to Council questions regarding budget amendment No. 2.  All in favor, motion carried.


Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Pazour asked about the status of the homes at the intersection of 29th Avenue and 35th Street.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that the City advertised for proposals to relocate the homes but no proposals were received.  The City has now requested proposals for demolition.  Council Member Pazour suggested that the City take proposals again on relocation of the homes.


Council Member Pazour stated that she had requested that parking be removed from one side of 2nd Avenue near School Street.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that he will add it to next week’s agenda as a receive and file to TAC. 
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Council Member Draper explained that Eat. Drink. & Be Marion is scheduled for Thursday, July 9th at 5:30 p.m.  He noted that the City Council meeting is at the same time.  Council Member Draper requested that the Thursday, July 9th Council meeting be moved to Tuesday, July 7th following the work session.  Council Member AbouAssaly explained that Eat. Drink. & Be Marion is a fundraiser for the Uptown. City Manager Lon Pluckhahn asked City Attorney Don Hoskins if the motion may be considered when it was not on the posted agenda.  The City Attorney advised that it could be considered, so long as the minutes of the meeting contained a statement as to the nature of the good cause for not being in compliance with the notice requirements contained in the Iowa Code, which in this case consisted of the City staff having no advance knowledge of the desire by Council Members to make and consider such a motion, thereby making it impossible for the staff to have the motion on the posted agenda.   Moved by Pazour, seconded by Draper to reset the Thursday, July 9th Council meeting for Tuesday, July 7th at 5:15 p.m.  All in favor of motion to reset the City Council meeting to Tuesday, July 7th at 5:15 p.m., motion carried.

Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 4:20 p.m.
