








August 20, 2015

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, August 20, 2015, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council observed a moment of silence.

Mayor Bouska read a Proclamation for the 10th Annual Five Seasons Stand Down Day.
Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:

Susan Kling, 2790 Brandon Court, was present representing the Library Board.  She stated that the Library Director has provided the information requested by the City Council at the special work session on Wednesday.

Steve Stefani, 4361 Fox Meadow Drive SE, Cedar Rapids, was present to update Council on the 1204 7th Avenue project.  Rob Peck, 5780 Hunt Ridge Drive, Cedar Rapids, architect for Design Dynamics, was also present.  Council expressed concern with the exterior building materials.  Comments were also heard from Assistant Building Director Gary Hansen and Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne.  

Taylor Nelson, 7707 Hampshire Court NE, Cedar Rapids, stated that he is present representing the Friends of the Marion Public Library.  He encouraged Council to contact him if they have any questions.

Mayor’s Comments:


Mayor Bouska stated that the joint meeting with the Library Board last night was a good session.  He reminded the audience that there will be a meeting on Wednesday, August 26th from 5:30 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. at the Library to provide information and answer questions regarding the library building project.

Resolution No. 24779 setting public hearing for September 3, 2015 regarding the Master Lease and Pole Attachment Agreement between the City of Marion and Verizon Wireless was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, second by Draper to approve Res. No. 24779.  Council Member Spinks requested a staff report.  Public Services Director Ryan Miller presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 15-20 amending Chapter 99 of the Code of Ordinances increasing monthly sanitary sewer domestic user charges from $1.95 to $2.30 was read by Crawford for second consideration.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Spinks to amend 
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Ordinance No. 15-20 amending Chapter 99 of the Code of Ordinances and establishing domestic user charges for all users less than 60,000 gallons per month, increasing monthly sanitary sewer user charges from $1.95 to $2.30, and reducing monthly service fees to $8.00.  All in favor of motion to amend, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 15-20 amending Chapter 99 of the Code of Ordinances and establishing domestic user charges for all users less than 60,000 gallons per month, increasing monthly sanitary sewer user charges from $1.95 to $2.30, and reducing monthly service fees to $8.00, as amended, was read by AbouAssaly for second consideration.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 15-20 as amended.  Council Member Draper requested unanimous consent from the City Council to amend the motion to set this reading as the first reading instead of the second reading.  The motion was amended by unanimous consent to change this to be approval of the first reading of Ord. No. 15-20.   All in favor of motion to approve the first reading or Ord. No. 15-20, motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to remove from table Ordinance No. 15-21 amending Chapter 130 of the Code of Ordinances relating to Pawn Brokers and Dealers in used articles and items purchased or taken in trade and providing penalties (Tabled at the 8-6-15 meeting).  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Pazour, seconded by Crawford to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 15-21.  Comments were heard from Council Member Spinks, City Attorney Don Hoskins, City Manager Lon Pluckhahn, and Council Member Draper.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 24780 approving a Memorandum of Agreement with Mooney-Engle Land Company regarding the Tower Terrace Road – Phase V (10th Street to Indian Creek) was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24780.  Comments were heard from Council Member Draper, City Manager Lon Pluckhahn, and Council Member Spinks.  All in favor, motion carried.
Resolution No. 24781 approving concurrence of a contract for the construction of the Tower Terrace Road – Phase V (10th Street to Indian Creek) by Mooney-Engle Land Company in the amount of $1,517,642.00 was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24781.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Crawford, seconded by Pazour to remove from table Resolution No. 24331 approving Eco-Industrial Park Preliminary Plat located south of 3rd Avenue and west of 44th Street (City of Marion) (Tabled on January 22, 2015).  All in favor, motion carried.
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Resolution No. 24331 approving Eco-Industrial Park Preliminary Plat located south of 3rd Avenue and west of 44th Street (City of Marion) was read by AbouAssaly.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24331. Comments were heard from Council Member Spinks and Public Services Director Ryan Miller.  All in favor, motion carried.


Moved by Draper, seconded by Pazour to receive and file request to waive Subdivision Ordinance requirements to allow the issuance of two (2) building permits for four-family dwellings located at the southwest corner of Kacena Avenue and Red Fox Way, Plat of Survey No. 286, prior to final platting (Morris Wood Enterprises, LLC).  All in favor, motion carried.
Resolution No. 24782 approving a request to waive Subdivision Ordinance requirements to allow the issuance of two (2) building permits for four-family dwellings located at the southwest corner of Kacena Avenue and Red Fox Way, Plat of Survey No. 286, prior to final platting (Morris Wood Enterprises, LLC) was read by Pazour.  Moved by Pazour, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24782.  Comments were heard from Mayor Bouska, Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne, and Council Member Spinks.  Vote: Yeas: Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Bouska, Crawford, and Draper.  Nays: None.  Abstention: AbouAssaly.  Motion carried.

Resolution No. 24783 of intent to approve request for the use of tax increment financing from the Marion Commerce Corridor Urban Renewal Area for the construction of a new facility for APC Emmert, located at 4289 3rd Avenue, Marion (Abode Construction Inc.) was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24783.  Comments were heard from Council Member Spinks, City Manager Lon Pluckhahn, Mayor Bouska, and Council Member Pazour.  Vote: Yeas: Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Bouska, Crawford, and Draper.  Nays: None.  Abstention: AbouAssaly.  Motion carried.

Resolution No. 24784 of intent to approve request for the use of tax increment financing from the Marion Commerce Corridor Urban Renewal Area for the relocation of Marion Iron, located at 4000 3rd Avenue, Marion (Marion Iron Co.) was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 24784.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 24785 of intent to approve request for the use of tax increment financing from the Marion Commerce Corridor Urban Renewal Area for the construction of a new facility for Klingler Paint and Decorating, located at 4281 3rd Avenue, Marion (Abode Construction Inc.) was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 24785.  Vote: Yeas: Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Bouska, Crawford, and Draper.  Nays: None.  Abstention: AbouAssaly.  Motion carried.

Resolution No. 24786 expressing support for maintaining five (5) Linn County Supervisors was read by AbouAssaly.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24786.  Comments were heard from Council Member Pazour, Council 
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Member Draper, City Manager Lon Pluckhahn, and Mayor Bouska.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Pazour to approve the following Mayoral appointment:

a. Mollie Lorenz, 2910 Silver Oak Trail, Zoning Board of Adjustment, term expires 12-31-18.


All in favor, motion carried.
Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Pazour noted that Robert Schlegel attended the June 4th meeting requesting the noise ordinance be enforced.  Mr. Schlegel had expressed concern regarding loud motorcycles on Tower Terrace Road.  Council Member Pazour requested that the Police Department enforce the ordinance.  

Council Member Pazour stated that she has received a number of calls regarding fire pits.  She noted that the City does not allow smoking in parks but does allow fire pits.

Council Member Pazour noted that the City Hall canopies need painted.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that the Parks Department is scheduled to paint the canopies this year.

Council Member Spinks thanked Linn County Supervisor Brent Oleson for attending tonight’s City Council meeting.

Council Member Spinks noted that he gave the opening remarks for the American Public Works Association (APWA) conference at the Longbranch today.  He stated that over 150 people attended.  Council Member Spinks noted that the group of engineers were very impressed with all the projects taking place in Marion.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn was also a speaker at the conference.  

Council Member Spinks reminded everyone that the Quilt Walk will be held Saturday, August 22nd. 

Council Member AbouAssaly also thanked Linn County Supervisor Brent Oleson for attending tonight’s City Council meeting and for his support of Marion.

Council Member AbouAssaly expressed his disappointment with Mr. Stefani’s presentation tonight.  Council discussed the 1204 7th Avenue project.  Comments were also heard from Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne, City Manager Lon Pluckhahn, and Assistant Building Director Gary Hansen.


Council Member Draper encouraged everyone to attend the informational meeting at the Library on Wednesday, August 26th at 5:30 p.m.  Council Member Draper also encouraged everyone to attend the events in Marion Square Park tonight.  He asked that you look at the 150 year old trees and depot and support keeping them.

Mayor Bouska stated that he gave the welcome for a presidential candidate last Saturday.  He noted that Marion received some nice press.
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Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 6:45 p.m.
